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CONSTITUTION’S VALIDITY AND EFFECTIVENESS:
NORMATIVISM VERSUS SOCIOLOGY OF LAW

Abstract. The problem of correlation between normativism and sociology of law as Kelsen’s methodological
grounds of law-understanding is examined. Elements of Hans Kelsen’s «Pure Theory of Law» which characterized
his constitutional understanding of law are analyzed: correlation between the validity of constitution and it's
effectiveness; Kelsen'’s «effectiveness principle»‘s influence validity of the constitution. Attention is drawn to the
law substance of the legality of the constitutional changes principle.

The author presents a rationale that Kelsen’s normativism occupies a subordinate role in relation to
sociology of law in the process of revolutionary changes of constitution. Itis confirmed by the following tenets
of «Pure Theory of Law»: effectiveness of constitution is a priority for its validity; force of constitutional legality
principle is limited by revolution moment; principle of legitimacy is limited by the principle of effectiveness;
Basic Norm may be repealed in case of its non-application during a long time. The article provides that
sociological positivism is the necessary element of general law-understanding in the constitutional legal
order’s change.

The author’s conclusions are used while analyzing the changes of the Constitution of Ukraine. It is
shown that the Ukrainian Constitution’s changes in 2004, 2010 and 2016 were a «law revolutions». It is stated
that contradiction between legality and legitimacy characterize not only periods of revolutionary change of the
government, but are becoming feature of the whole constitutional process.

In the light of all the above, it is necessary, on the one hand, to invite the representatives of the science
of constitutional law, which sometimes try to assess the legality of the process of making amendments to the
Constitution of Ukraine in the conditions of the Orange Revolution and the Revolution of Dignity, to draw attention
to the sociological component of the «pure jurisprudence» and to be identified by the founder Normativeism
features the features of a revolutionary constitution. On the other hand, the same recommendation can be
given to supporters of the thesis about unconditional legitimacy of making constitutional changes.

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THE NORMATIVITY OF LAW:
LEGAL-PHILOSOPHICAL REASONING

Abstract. The article is dedicated to the reasoning of the phenomenon of legal normativity in the light of the
author’s conception — the temporal ontology of law. The temporal ontology of law is the certain way of the non-
classical legal thought, which concentrates itself on the Being of the legal entity (Being of law) and the legal
Being — the attraction between the committed deed and its legal consequences. Author strikes, that the legal
positivism or nature law school are not able to reveal the question about the roots of the legal normativity in
its deepest origin. Thinking by this — classical way of thought the researchers have any possibility to clarify the
ontological basis of the normativity, its mode of Being, e. t.c. During the contemplation of the legal normativity
the author stresses on the necessity to overcome the border of pure juridical vision of law towards legal-
philosophical research of the named issue. As the methodological ground in the following article author uses
the method of the fundamental ontology, which was elaborated by the German philosopher Martin Heidegger,
which is supplemented by the philosophical constructions of the famous French philosopher Emmanuel
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Levinas, hermeneutical French researcher Paul Ricoeuer, contemporary British legal philosopher Oren Ben-
Dor. On the basis of such philosophy becomes possible to establish the phenomenon of the normativity nor
from the legislator's will (legal positivism), nor from the ideal content of the consciousness (classical natural
law), but from the common human Being with one another in the temporal gap between the committed deed
and its legal consequences. To consider the phenomenon of the normativity by this way gives us a possibility to
reveal the hidden structure of it, to answer on the most important question — why people have to obey the law,
how it is really happened — not in the ideal dimension of the norms and rules but inside the everydayness, in
the reality of our Being-with-one-another. So, in its deepest roots the normativity opens itself not as the quality
of the certain entity — the norm of the law (legal positivism), or rules of moral and values (natural law) but in
the structure of the human Being itself, when we encounters the other people in the legal event. Thus, author
makes the conclusion, that the legal normativity is the temporal-ontological phenomenon, which primary is
located not in the ideal dimension of the norms and rules, but in the social context of the common human Being

in the legal event as the certain attraction between the committed deed and its legal consequences.

Key words: Law, normativity, temporal ontology, attraction, legal event.

Introduction

The research of the legal normativity is very simple,
when we try to unfold it in its juridical dimension
only. To consider law as the couple of the positive
norms and rules, which was issued by the legislator
(or another sovereign), we can come to the conclu-
sion, that the legal normativity is a certain quality
of the norms, similar to the enforcement in the case
of its breaking, its formal determination e t.c. The
origin of such quality is derived in the state author-
ity, in the will of the ruling class, or in the legis-
lator’s competence. From the point of view of the
legal positivism, all similar factors are the sufficient
ground to the normativity of this or that norm. Thus,
the way of dogmatic thought simply presupposes
the legal status of the norms, that are issued by the
authoritative person or organization and normativity
as the necessary attribute of the similar rules. The
similar position is maintained by Bulygin (2016),
Kelsen (2009), Hart (2007) [1; 2; 3].

The situation is much more interesting in
the case, when we consider law not as the simple
set of the official rules, which are established by
the state, but in the much variety perspective. In
accordance with the statement of the natural law
school the phenomenon of law is not limited itself
by the official norms of the legal normativism,
but includes much more than this. By this way
we are able to speak about the law of reason and
nature (school of natural law), law as the set of the
norms which is issued by the sacral origins (reli-
gious roots of law), law as the certain quality of
the human nature (anthropological legal thought)
etc. The different ways of the legal thought con-
sider as the foundation of the legal normativity
not the objective factors, which are rooted in the
will of the state, but certain presuppositions, which
are derived from the consciousness (the religious
faith, the ideas, which are immanent by the con-
sciousness of the subject) could be characterized
as the “subjective way of the legal thought”. In the
similar situation there are also any difficulties with

the normative status of the similar law, because the
necessary condition of its normativity is the exis-
tence of the certain “higher” entity: “The Being of
the God, of the Reason, of Nature gives us a pos-
sibility to obey the such law without any doubts”.
In the contemporary legal philosophy this way of
thought is transformed in the so-called ‘“non-posi-
tivism” (Alexy, 2009; Fuller, 2007) [4; 5].

So, we can come to the conclusion, that the
phenomenon of the normativity is understood as
the quality of the certain entity — official norms
and rules, moral values, human Being, reason,
social relationships e t.c. Due to these facts to
reach the origin of the legal normativity means
firstly to answer the question: what really law is?
The way of the such thought is necessarily con-
necting with the operation named “destruktion”
[6, 19]. The similar operation helps us to clear the
phenomenon of law and opens the way toward
its normativity. Then firstly we have to consider
the traditional way of legal thought and its conse-
quences to our topics. After this task we’ll pass to
the phenomenon of law as such and, thirdly, try to
explicate the results of our investigation towards
normativity of law, which (as we will see) is not
equal to legal normativity.

1. The classical (optic) approaches to the nor-
mativity of law

Traditional, classical legal philosophy intends
to determine the law as entity (Seiende — germ.)
through the other entity — freedom, equality, jus-
tice. But the similar attempts like an endless
circle. In other words, to determine one entity
through the another is the way to the infinity, to
the necessity of the further determination (“‘what is
law?” — “freedom”, “what is freedom?” etc.). The
second negative feature of the determination of the
law as entity through the other entity is so-called
“legal nominalism”, when the phenomenon of law
loses its own unique content and turns into empty
general concept, which marks the simple totality
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of the other entity (“Law is freedom, equality, jus-
tice....”). The third imperfection of the classical
position is a dogmatic way of the certain entity’s
identification as legal. The legal status of the cer-
tain entity (norms, legal decisions and other legal
objects) is not the result of the researches, but the
dogmatic presumption is.! The specific feature of
the similar approach lies in the free choice of the
researcher, when the last chooses this or that entity
as “law”, as the object of researches, and doesn’t
think about criterions of its legal relevance, its
“legal status” (“Rechtlichkeit”). At the same time,
as we can see, such “legal entity” as legal norm or
court decision always has the possibility, to turn
into the “Unlaw” (for example, in the case of the
review of the court decision be the higher court).
And, equally, the status of the “legal irrelevant
entity” at any time could be transformed into the
“legal”, for example, when one or another thing
becomes “evidence”, “object of the offence” etc.?

Thus, we can come to the conclusion, that
classical legal science is not able to justify its
claims, borders and limits of the researches. The
reason of the transformation of the entity into the
“legal entity” has the will of the legal scientist as
its only ground, when all another aspects of this
entity (biological, chemical, esthetical, economi-
cal) are reduced randomly. The questions about the
criterions of the “legal relevance” of the entity left
without answers. The same destiny has the “classi-
cal view” on the legal normativity also.

In my opinion, the attempts to find the
roots of the legal status of the certain entity in
this entity, in the entity itself, are hopeless. There
are two main reasons for that. Firstly, each entity
(and legal so) is determined as entity by Being
(Sein — germ.). As noted British legal researcher
0. Ben-Dor, “Being thoughtful about law relates
to being thoughtful about the Being of law. Think-
ing about law must first be attentive to that being
and thinking that ontic for-the-most-part with law
conditions. The relationship between law and its
Being understands the relationship between the
ontic manifestation of law and its Being”[11, 93].
So, it is reasonable to suppose, that legal status
of the entity is determined by its specific modus
of Being — legal Being. But here is the second
(methodological) difficulty: as M. Heidegger
said, the science understands as real only those
things, which are reachable for it objectively (i.e.
entity—A. S.) [12, 162]. Thus, to make the similar
operation, to reach the Being of the entity is the
task of the philosophy and the way of our thought
leads us with necessity from the legal science

(legal theory) to the philosophy of law, to the
region of legal ontology.’

2. The non-classical (ontological) approach to
the normativity of law

The philosophical (ontological) way is to think law
in the horizon of Being (Sein). The last gives entity
“to be” and determines the entity (Seiende) “as
such”. Then, the legal status of the entity is deter-
mined by the Being also. The legal Being, Being of
the legal entity is not randomly constructed modus
of the Being, but is determined by the involve-
ment of the entity into the legal event.* The elabo-
ration of the next researches will be based on the
ontological difference (Being\entity) and on the
post-ontological difference (Being as such\Being
of the certain entity), which were founded by M.
Heidegger [6; 16, 3-30]. From the difference
between the legal entity and its Being we are able
to explain, in what way the certain entity becomes
legal. In its turn, legal Being — Being of the legal
entity — is derived from the “pure Being of law”,
i.e. law Being, which is the core of the law event.
Then, the further path of our research is the ontol-
ogy of law, which is found on the post-ontological
legal difference — between the legal Being and law
Being.

As we noted, the classical approaches to the
law interpret law as entity (legal ideas, subjects of
law, legal norms etc.) and consequently could be
marked as optical. The proposed way of research
tries to think law from the horizon of the Being
and due to this ontological is. The horizon of the
understanding of Being is time (M. Heidegger) [6, 1].
In accordance with M. Heidegger, the unity of the
Being and time is the event [16, 24]. Then in order
to integral reasoning of the phenomenon of the
law we have to think law Being in its connection
with time of the law. Due to this fact our ontology
of law could be marked as the temporal ontology.
So, further we have to reveal the specific of legal
time in its connection with the legal Being and the
Being of law. Namely this connection is the most
problematic place in our investigations and is the
very obstacle by the way of the new “non-classic”
reasoning of the normativity of law.

The event is not the same phenomenon as
the process is. The difference is rooted in their
temporal aspects. The process exists in the time,
which obviously is understood as the endless chain
of “now”. Opposite, the event is not “in” time: time
belongs to the certain event. But the specific time
of the event is quite different from the linear time

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of the process. The event is realized not continual,
but “pointwise”, at the “one moment”. The named
moment is not simple “point” of time: not just one
“now” in the line of another “now”. The “happen-
ing” of the event is the origin (and the end) of each
process. So to speak, the event “creates” the linear
time as the certain “place”, in which “takes place”
every process. As we can see, the time of the legal
process — trial for example — is continual. But the
time of the law event is not continual — it is not
possible to say “how long” last the moments of
murder, theft, road accident etc. Further we will try
to describe the time of the law event as an “ecstati-
cal contemporality”.

3. The temporal-ontological roots of the legal
normativity

The beginning of the law event is certain — legal —
action, which is constituted as legal through its
direction to the Other as Anyone (P. Ricouer).
In other words, in the legal sphere we meet one
another not as Me or You — as unique and unsub-
stitutable individual, but as Anyone, who could be
replaced at his place at any time by another per-
son. The similar determination of the legal human
on ontic level has its existential-ontological roots
in Werner Maihofer’s legal thought. This German
legal philosopher in his famous book “law and
Being” (“Recht und Sein”, 1954) [17] comes to
the conclusion, that we are not just to live with one
another “as such”, but in our Being-with Others
always exist “as” someone: as buyer and seller,
doctor and patient, driver and passenger etc [17,
32]. This modus of the “social Being”, i.e. “Being-
as” (“Alssein” — Germ.) is the basic modus of
human Being with the Others.

So, in the legal world Anyone commits his
deeds as “Being as someone” towards another —
equally substitutable persons, whose modus of
social Being is tide up correlatively with the
actor’s modus of existence. The similar actions
immanently contain in itself the horizon of all its
possible consequences i.e. possible “re-actions” of
the Other “as” Anyone on the similar deed. Here
we have the deal with the mutual relationships
between them, which both constitute one another
in the described interplay of “actions and
re-actions”. This situation is close to the Levinas’
thought about the presence of the Other, which is
primary to the presence of Ourselves, when the
Other constitutes our modus of existence just by
the fact of his presence.

But the similar situation is possible only
then, when me and the Other both have common
temporality — in the opposite case we just
couldn’t meet one another. In accordance with
the described circumstances the possible legal
consequences — the “future” of the law event are

“contemporal” to the “past” of the event — legal
action. In other words, at the moment of the
commitment of the legal relevant deed the similar
deed “already” “calls” its legal consequences from
the future. The last, which intends from the future
to the past, encounters the committed deed in
the “presence”, when the deed “factually” meets
its legal consequences. Because of these facts,
on the optical level of legal processes, which are
produced by the law event, “future” as the legal
consequences of the committed deeds (sanction,
for example), are “earlier” than the “past”, because
of each “presence” before “to be passed” and “to
become past” earlier “exists” as the future.

So from the similar point of view the time of
the law is presented as the special “temporal loop”,
when the past (legal deed) and the future (legal
consequences) contemporarily-ecstatically direct
to one another, to “tie up the loop” in its “factual”
meeting in the present.

The upper description of the legal time
makes possible to disclose law Being. Following
Heidegger, Being “exists” as event (Ereignis).
Then, law Being is the certain “modus of exist”
of Being itself, when the last “exists” as “law
Being”. As Heidegger said, to the essence of the
Being belongs “that, what were (past)” “that, what
might to be (future)” and “that, what ought to be
(presence)”[19, 149]. So due to this statement
it is reasonable to think law Being as “inter-
belonging” between the “has-beens”, “possible”
and “ought”, as “attraction” which put these
three phenomena “to-gather”. On the notice
level of the legal processes law Being reveals
itself as attraction between the committed deed
and its legal consequences. All that entity which
was “caught up” by the law event at the same
moment received legal modus of Being, the Being
of the similar entity becomes legal Being. But at
that time, when legal deed encounters its legal
consequences, the temporal loop is tied up, and
law Being is disappeared; legal entity becomes
“normal” again and reveals itself in its chemical,
physical, economic and others modes of Being.

Then, the main thesis of the temporal
ontology of law is the grounding of that fact, that
law originally the law Being “is”, i.e. “attraction”
between the committed deed and its legal
consequences, which “exists” in the horizon of the
time of the law, so legal modus of the Being of
the legal entity (idea, norm, thing, human being)
is derived from the involvement in the law event.

Conclusions. By using the results of our researches
it’s possible to re-thinking the problem of the legal
normativity. From the positions of the temporal
ontology of law we have to speak rather about the
normativity of law than /legal normativity. Because
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of under the law we understand not certain entity —
legal norms, legal relations, legal persons etc., but
the special modus of the Being of similar entity,
there are no more reasons to speak about the nor-
mativity as the quality of the certain entity. Oppo-
site, legal entity receives its normative quality due
to legal Being only.

But normativity is not the simple attribute of
the legal Being. As we noted, legal Being is rooted
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THE ISSUES OF AN IMPLEMENTATION
OF INTELLIGENCE-LED POLICING
INTO THE NATIONAL POLICE OF UKRAINE

Abstract. Paper analyzes the issues of an implementation of Intelligence-Led Policing into the National
Police of Ukraine. Several aspects of the use of information and analytical programs in the activities of law
enforcement bodies are considered.

The main objective of the criminal analysis is to strengthen mechanisms for preventing, detecting,
documenting and investigating crimes, as well as strengthening of mechanisms for crime monitoring, information
exchange at the regional and international levels on trends and risks in this area.

The European Union Advisory Mission (EUAM) of Ukraine supports the implementation of Intelligence-
Led Policing/ILP into the National Police of Ukraine. The ILP is a model of police activity, according to which
operational-analytical information/intelligence serves as the basis for conducting operations/investigations,
and not vice versa. This model allows to reduce material costs and crime rates, as well as to provide a higher
level of personnel security.

Successful implementation and application of new methods of criminal analysis will give the possibility
to expand it to the entire system of the National police of Ukraine in the future and to actively use analytical
methods and technologies allowing to carry out the tasks of aneffective investigation of criminal proceedings,
create conditions for more effective implementation by the entities of operational search and investigative
activities of their tasks and law enforcement functions, which, in turn, should increase the effectiveness of the
fight against crime.
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The study of various aspects of the use of criminal analysis provides grounds for identifying priority
measures for the further development of this area of combating criminal offenses: the necessity of further
development of the regulatory bases for the use of criminal analysis in the National Police of Ukraine; expanding
of the use of criminal analysis in the bodies of the National Police of Ukraine; increasement of the security
of activity of operational-search units due to modern office equipment, computer software; the formation of

appropriate data banks on a regular basis.

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RIGHT TO PRIVACY: SOME MODERN TRENDS IN PRACTICE
OF THE STRASBOURG COURT

Abstract. This article provides general theoretical and philosophical-legal analysis of the European Court of
Human Rights practice with regard to the protection of the right to privacy (the right to respect for private and
family life). A particular attention is paid to the need to consider the differences between communitarian, liberalistic
and potestary interpretations of the legal categories. A high profile is given to coverage of features of Article 8
of the Convention for the Protection of Human Rights and Fundamental Freedoms, where, according to the
author, the tension on the line of liberalism is most evident — communitarianism: since the right to privacy itself
is most liberalistic, i.e. the one that is the core of this political and legal philosophy. Thanks to the decision of the
Court, a number of new senses has joined the provision of Article 8, which is an evidence of a "living" nature
of the Convention. Today, the trend continues to be observed, covering even more aspects of private life of a
person. The recognition by the Strasbourg Court of the positive obligations of the state on implementing the rights
guaranteed by Article 8 of the European Convention in addition to its obligation of non-interference in the private
sphere of citizens, can be considered not only as evidence of some evolution of legal stance of the European
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Court of Human Rights, but as philosophical and legal approaches that formed their basis. Philosophical and legal
foundation of the Court’s stance regarding private life is transformed from classical liberal (and even libertarian)
principles — to implicit neoliberal premises, which manifests itself in including in the content of the considered
conventional law of obligations of the state on taking active steps to ensure its reality and effectiveness.

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SEPARATE PROBLEMS OF UNDERSTANDING
THE SUBJECT OF OFFENCES AGAINST PROPERTY

Abstract. It is a well-known fact that the institution of money went through the long development process,
during which money acquired different forms. Non-cash money is a relatively recent form that made the
same breakthrough, as the introduction of paper money, which drove the coins out quickly in the past
centuries. Due to the rapid development of computer technology non-cash money may replace the cash
very soon. The purpose of the proposed article is to analyze and generalize doctrinal approaches to
understanding the legal nature of non-cash money and to clarify the peculiarities of this money as a
subject of property crimes.

There is no uniform understanding of the concept of «non-cash money», and the criminal legal
assessment of misappropriation of non-cash money, in particular, belongs to the issues that have no clear
solution in criminal law and have contradictory solution in practice. The object of the article is a critical analysis
of achievements of previous research workers and, therefore, continuation of development and generalization
of doctrinal approaches to the understanding of the legal nature of non-cash money, clarification of special
aspects of non-cash money as the subject of offenses against property. Both financial experts and lawyers
are trying to determine the nature of non- cash money. The undertaken analysis of scientific papers allows
clarifying that the ambiguity of the legal nature of non-cash money can not but complicating the resolution of
issues regarding the nature of misappropriation of such money. Different points of view regarding this issue are
expressed in the criminal justice literature.

Some experts believe that in case of illegal transfer of non-cash resources the damage is done to
binding relations, and therefore application of provisions of criminal law regarding responsibility for offenses
against property seems to be unreasonable. Not acquiring the outlined position substantially, it is noted at the
same time that there is the problem of determination of the generic object of offenses, responsibility for which
is provided in Section VI «Offenses against property» of the Special part of the Criminal Code of Ukraine. The
point is that the range of relations which are actually protected by provisions of the criminal law, combined
in this section, is not limited to property relations and therefore its name, in my opinion, should be specified.
Scientific literature refers to the factors that point at the nature of the real right of non-cash money: if we
consider certain liabilities associated with the movement of funds, it is clear that the law considers non-cash
money as the object of property rights.

The undertaken study allows to draw conclusion that the nature of offenses against money resources
does not depend on their form (cash or non-cash); subject of the offense in case of the illegal writing sums
of non-cash resources off the bank accounts is the property which belongs to holders of accounts; offense
against non-cash money should be regarded as taking possession of property of others in a particular way,
defined in the Criminal Code of Ukraine. The range of problems of the subject of offenses against property
remains relevant especially in terms of defining the prospects of replacement of the concept of offenses
against property developed in the Soviet period by the concept of property offenses.

3) bank money are mixed, Real-binding
nature [3, 59].

This concept combines the first and second
approaches, and its proponents suggest that bank
money is the law of obligations, which constructs
the fiction of things, so that it becomes possible
to apply to such rights, including their belongings,
property law regime. On the one hand, bank money
is the law of obligations (legal requirements) the
account holder on the bank; on the other (for third
parties), they are a means of payment.

Clarified the ambiguity of the legal nature
of bank money can not complicate issues such
qualifications misappropriation of money. In the
criminal justice literature on the subject expressed
different points of view. I am impressed by the

approach under which the bank money are mixed,
Real-binding nature. They are fiction stuff that has
a binding nature. For convenience (training needs
of crime) it is possible to use bank money regime
of property rights, recognizing their property.

3. Results

The concept of property as per its legal nature
of intersectional is one of the defining civil cat-
egories. And the final word in clarification of the
term must not belong to criminologists and jurist.
In this case, the provisions of the Civil Code of
Ukraine follow that kind of money recognized
property. Under the thing to understand subject
material world, for which there may be civil rights
and obligations (Article. 179), and under the prop-
erty as a special object of civil rights and obliga-
tions — a separate thing, a set of things and prop-
erty rights and obligations (p. 190). Article 192
entitled «Money (cash)» without differentiating
past for cash and non-cash placed within Chapter 13
«thing». Property part I1I «a civil matter» current
Civil Code of Ukraine. Thus, the Civil Code of
Ukraine definitely counts money in property with-
out regard to their cash or bank transfer.

Also p. 24 of the Law of Ukraine «On Banks
and Bankingy legislators strengthened the concept
of money as money in national or foreign currency
and deposits (deposits) — as a means of cash or non-
cash, in the currency of Ukraine and foreign cur-
rency placed by customers on their personal bank
accounts on a contractual basis for a fixed period or
without specifying a date and payable to the deposi-
tor in accordance with the laws of Ukraine and con-
ditions of the contract. According to Art. 3 of the
Law of Ukraine «On Payment Systems and Money
Transfer in Ukraine» funds are in cash (the form of
currency) or non-cash form (the form of entries in
the accounts at banks). Thus, the law defines as a
contribution amount. Consequently, the funds may
be subject to crime in the form of cash (stored in
a bank account). Non-cash money is documentary
and electronic records on bank accounts.

In such circumstances hardly deserves sup-
port proposal of M.P.Bikmurzin in the text of the
criminal law point out that in the subject property
as crimes against property should be understood,
in particular, bank money. The foregoing and as is
evident considering the following regulatory provi-
sions (civil) law. However, M. P. Bikmurzin rightly
believes that the coverage of non-cash assets con-
cept allows considered criminal infringement of
such funds as traditional crimes against property,
and therefore does not need CC some new restric-
tions designed to target attacks. Agree with scientists
and that a real opportunity to dispose of non-cash
money in wine there since the transfer of money to
his bank account, and in some cases — already at
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the time of writing off money from the fraudulent
account the legitimate owner of the account of a
third party (debt repayment, payment for goods or
services) [4, 143, 144, 152].

As rightly noted by N. V. Vyshniakova,
based on the disclosure of civil legal nature of
bank money are two possible solutions to the issue
of the money as an object of property crimes:

1) recognize cash and non-cash money
property belonging to the person’s ownership;

2) recognize things cash and non-cash —
legal requirements that are part of the property
belonging to the person’s ownership. Both of these
approaches as appropriate in civil point of view,
can recognize non-cash money subject to crimes
against property. By the way, in a number of Euro-
pean Court of Human Rights explained that prop-
erty which is owned, can be both things and rights,
including the right to claim; bank money is prop-
erty that is owned [5].

Similar to statements N. V. Vishnyakova is
the next position. If you ignore the archaic dogma
and strictly guided by the text of the criminal law
should be understood that the criminal law of theft
is not only things, but also of any property, and
hence of the funds in the account as at object of the
law of obligations and rights to property [6]. On
the bank money as a form of property belonging to
the owner of the bank account, respectively, of the
subject property crimes referred to in the writings
and other researchers [7, 8].

In legal literature suggests that «in decid-
ing on the recognition of non-cash offense subject
should keep in mind that this is, in fact, the acquisi-
tion of property rights binding (right to property),
since the concept of» account holder and «cash
in the bank account» — arbitrary, after all, a bank
account and wire money to him are the categories
of obligations and legal nature. Bank, the recipi-
ent of these funds, for example, depositors, is the
owner and investor in these funds appears to claim.
So bank funds, criminals infringe on the property of
the bank, and which cause harm [9, 10].

Indicative in this respect is reasoning
N. O. Antonjuk which indicates that bank money is
a legal fiction, a commitment that shows the move-
ment of money and is the obligation of the bank to
pay money to a client (list them); criminal protec-
tion bank money should be identical criminal pro-
tection of cash as a form of things [11, 131-134].
Many other scientists [12] are advocates of such a
position, that there is reason to recognize compro-
mise. It is alleged that money is always the money,
and non-cash — a form of existence.

For convenience (of needs for
determination of the nature of offenses) it is possi-
ble to use the regime of the real right for non-cash
money, considering it the property.

As of today judicial practice determines the
nature of offenses, in which non-cash money is the
subject of offense, as uncompensated withdrawal of
non-cash money, which is the property of others. It
is noteworthy that in the above case, law enforce-
ment, which can be considered typical, the court
proceeded from the fact that the offense is consid-
ered complete at the time of or directly receiving
money from the account (deposit) of the victim, or
at the time of transfer to the account from which the
offender to dispose of non-cash money. Where the
funds from another account paid for goods (works,
services), for example, using a fictitious or lost
credit (cash) card theft is considered complete after
writing off money from the account holder.

Trying to justify the supporters of a real
concept non-cash money means that crime can
be considered complete only when the «trans-
fer funds into cashy, raises serious doubts. Yes,
illegally transferring funds from one account to
another, which he can freely dispose of crimi-
nal there is no need to translate them into cash:
it can use them without it. As you can see,
the practice of moving towards recognition of non-
cash money subject property crimes in terms of
mixed, proprietary concept binding obligation.

Conclusions. Research conducted under this arti-
cle suggests that the concept of civil property and
includes non-cash costs and therefore, fix fact, penal
concept of «property» (By amending the Criminal
Code of Ukraine) are required. Question of mostly
clothing or binding legal nature of bank money as
a form of property to solve problems related to a
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criminal assault on the money, is not essential. With
regard to the recognition of non-cash money sub-
ject property crimes should recognize the construc-
tive compromise approach, under which the bank
money are mixed (floating-binding) nature.

Abstract. The process of integration and adaptation of ukraine’s legislationto the requirements of the European
Union is a difficult taskin the field of ecology and it is possibleunder the condition of international normative-legal
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cooperation. Despite the development of an adaptation mechanism defined in the Law of Ukraine «About the
National Program of Adaptation of the Legislation of Ukraine to the Legislation of the European Union», there
are a number of problems which are displayed in a clear definition the terms used, the correct its translation,
as well as the absence of relevant experts and expertsof EU in the field of law.

The purpose of the article is to study the peculiarities of integration and international cooperation between
Ukraine and the EU in the field of environmental protection, as well as the definition of priority areas and
practical aspects in which the adaptation of Ukrainian legislation to EU norms and standards is carried out.
To achieve the purpose of the article general scientific methods of cognition are used — system-structural,
historical, logical, functional.

The process of integration and adaptation to the legislation of the European Union is based on stage-
by-stage implementation ofintroduction of environmental norms and standards of the European Union into
the legislative base of Ukraine. For this purpose, conservation of biological diversity, environmental impact
assessment, consideration of all factors influencing decision-making in the field of ecology, ecologization of
public consciousness are important principles of the environmental policy of the countries of the European
Union, which should be implemented by Ukraine. Cooperation between the countries of the European Union
and Ukraine should be appreciate the following goals: implementation of institutional reforms, development of
sectoral strategies in the field of environmental protection.

Considering the issues of adaptation of the environmental legislation of Ukraine to the norms and
standards of the European Union distinguish three practical aspects: transposition its a approximation or a
change of national legal acts; realization its a formation and an effective activity of the relevant institutions;
implementation of law enforcement activities its an implementation of appropriate control measures for the
proper observance of environmental and environmental legislation.

Abstract. Information and communication technologies include unlimited administrative resource, act as
a method in the optimization of the system of public governance, and change traditional institutions and
mechanisms to new improved and effective technologies.

Ukraine implements a large-scale programme of decentralization and reforming of the multilevel system
of public government, including the public service, as one of the most important components of modern
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administration. This process is a component of a complex of measures aimed at ensuring the territorial
integrity and sovereignty, the accession to the European Union, the development of civil society, in which the
implementation of the principle of transparency is one of the most effective means of resolving these tasks.
This requires establishing a system of normative and legal regulation of transparency in public government,
which meets the European standards and aimed at improving the efficiency of the bodies of public government,
improving relations between the center and local communities, improving the socio-economic efficiency of
subject structure of local government, the growth of the quality of life of the population, the fight against
corruption.

In this aspect, the implementation of the principle of transparency of the bodies of public government,
not depending on the level, should be reflected in the normative and legal regulation and include: ensuring
the transparency and accountability of government; creation of a legitimate and effective legal system, which
reflects the real needs of economic subjects and allows solving possible conflicts of interests; creation and use
of an effective mechanism for enforcement, which will serve the open access to information; transfer to the
depersonified system of government, not connected with a particular individual that performs public functions.

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TACTICS OF DETENTION OF ANCIENT PERSONS
AS A PRIVETENT POLICE EVENT

Abstract. The article examines the peculiarities of the tactics of the conduct of minors as a preventive police
measure, emphasizes the complexity of interrogation of juveniles, emphasizes the specificity of the psychology of
the formation of testimonies, age and individual characteristics, character, temperament, skills, habits, education
in the family, etc. Data characterizing the identity of a minor allows him to predict his behavior during interrogation,
to choose tactically correct his direction, to evaluate the reliability of the testimony of the interrogator.

The tactical actions of police officers during communication with the aforementioned category of citizens
are investigated, as during such communication, the policeman can receive important information by which he
will be able to terminate a certain type of offense as soon as possible, or to detain an individual, a group of
persons who committed such an offense.

Persons from whom a policeman may receive useful information include those who witnessed the
unlawful conduct of other persons, victims, persons known to be aware of facts or circumstances of committing
crimes or administrative misconduct from other persons, persons who may have knowledge of the causes and
circumstances accidents with people, accidents in transport, violations of the rules of operation and handling
of objects of high danger, etc.

An algorithm for interviewing minors is identified, which is extremely important, since with the correct
construction of the police tactics, the policeman achieves the desired results, in particular: the correct direction
of the investigation; collects material that can lead to the punishment of a guilty person or the prompt release
of innocent, etc.

The components considered in detail, which should include tactical actions of a policeman during a
survey of minors, are considered in detail. The stages of conducting the polling process are described, which
enable tactfully to correctly construct communication with a person for more complete information about the

event that witnessed this person.

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NATURAL AND SOCIAL DETERMINANTS
OF THE FORMATION OF PERSON’S DEVIANT BEHAVIOR

Abstract. The article is devoted to generalization of issues relevant with deviant behavior as a complex social
and legal-psychological phenomenon. It is stated that the reduction of ethical, moral criteria in general lead
to the formation of certain forms of social deviations that reduce the total quality of persons life, destructively
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affects the persons social identification, creates the critical type of attitude towards their own behavior, causes
the state of social disadaptation or even complete isolation of a person from social sphere. As a result unstable
social processes are the basis for deviant and delinquent behavior emergence, based on violations of social
adaptation procedures, causing desocialization of the individual. The main theoretical and methodological
approaches concerning the process of problem’s of human deviant behavior research are revealed. It is noted
that the deviant behavior is the most actual problem of the present society and has its own specific nature,
identified by scientists as the result of the influence of various factors (organized and spontaneous by their
nature) other social affects on the person. The deviant behavior of a person is described as the one of the
forms of development of complex social phenomenon. Also the detailed analysis of deviant behavior as a form
of social deviation through the representation of the essence of a person itself as well as the consolidation of
various causes of deviant behavior of the person was made. As the conclusion various proposals to the current
state of social-legal prevention of deviant behavior in Ukrainian law-enforcement system has been outlined.
Actual problems of doctrinal and practical prisms of deviation as the social-legal phenomenon were indicated
through the needs of stabilization of society and state in basic realms of their functioning. Also the differentiation
of deformation of state officers and deviation of general social subjects of law has been mad with the main
statement of their uniqueness and the necessity of following scientific researches in this realm was underlined.

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THE RESULTS OF THE EXPERIMENT ON THE FORMATION
OF PROFESSIONAL INTERACTION SKILLS AMONG STUDENTS THROUGH
THE IMPLEMENTATION INTO EDUCATIONAL PROCESS
THE AGILE COACH SYSTEM ELEMENTS

Abstract. The article presents the results of theoretical and experimental research, which aimed to establish
the peculiarities of the formation of professional interaction skills among students at the stage of training.
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Professional interaction is determined by the skill of the specialist and is necessary to increase the effectiveness
of the activity. This especially applies to professional activity of tutors.

The analysis of literature shows that at present, the greatest progress in improving the system of
establishing professional interaction in small groups has been achieved by commercial software organizations.
This is due to the fact that the managers of such companies realized the expediency of using more perfect
systems of group work of IT specialists. The study uses the elements of group training in solving professional
tasks with the help of Agile coach system.

The study lasted from 2014 to 2017 with students of the third year of the Lviv State University of Life Safety,
trained in the field of "Practical Psychology". The results of empirical data for 70 participants of the experiment
were worked out. The results of the experiment are based on empirical data obtained from participants who are
focused on reaching a significant aim for them like as maximum score in exam, cooperation with the reference
environment and professional self-improvement. 92% of the participants in the experiment find the experience
they gained in collaborating with the task to be useful.

The development of professional interpersonal skills are contributed by average extraversion rates,
high rates of professional goals, interests and internment, competence, willingness to work in a cohesive team
under the guidance of an open-to-contact supervisor and a key personal factor that determines professional
suitability. The conclusion is made on the necessity of implementation and testing systems of group trainings

and effective activities in the educational process.

The direction of further research is an experimental study of the peculiarities of the formation of
professional interaction skills among students in other specialties.

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SOCIAL ASPECTS OF THE PERSONAL INCOME
TAXATION SYSTEM IN UKRAINE

Abstract. The personal incomes taxation is one of the main tools for ensuring social justice in society through
the application of a transparent mechanism for their redistribution. The system of individuals’ incomes taxation
in Ukraine combines personal income tax (PIT), military tax and a unified social contribution to the compulsory
state social insurance (USC).

PIT is an important source of filling budgets of all levels and there is a tendency to increase its share in
the structure of tax revenues due to the expansion of the tax base. The low social efficiency of the proportional
PIT scale in Ukraine is proved and the necessity of transition to the progressive taxation of citizens’ personal
incomes is substantiated in order to reduce the tax burden on incomes of people with low income. The procedure
of application of tax social benefit in the course of PIT is revealed and its social effect is estimated. It was
established that the growth of the minimum wage in the context of the remuneration legalization policy actually

led to the leveling of the role of tax social benefit as a tool for social protection of workers with low income.
The introduction of a military tax of 1.5% of individual incomes provided a significant increase in state
incomes, but led to a significant growth in the tax burden on incomes of all strata of the population. Despite its
apparent antisocial effect, the government does not plan to cancel it in the near future.
An important tool for redistributing financial resources for creating social insurance funds is the unified
social contribution paid by employers for each employee. The duty of employers to pay the USC at a level,
which is not lower than its minimum, guarantees employees the right for a pension and social benefits at the

expense of social insurance funds.

The paper proposes directions for improving the personal income taxation system, which will enable
the quality of social protection to improve and will contribute to the growth of the Ukrainian population welfare.

Key words: taxation system, personal income tax (PIT), military tax, unified social contribution to the compulsory

state social insurance (USC).

Introduction
The modern development of a socially oriented
economy involves creating conditions for the
realization of basic human rights and freedoms
and ensuring a decent standard of living for every
member of society using a fair and transparent
mechanism for the income redistribution. Its main
instruments, which enable to achieve a certain
leveling of the population incomes, are transfers
and social assistance, regulation of prices and
minimal wages as well as the application of
progressive taxation of personal incomes. The
optimal combination of these tools forms the basis
of state policy of the population social protection.
The taxation system of citizens’ incomes in
our country on the one hand has an important fis-
cal significance, as it provides about 20% of the
consolidated budget revenues of Ukraine, and
on the other hand, it is a powerful instrument for
regulating social and economic processes for the
overcoming poverty, promotion of employment,
increasing of economic activity of citizens and
achievement of social stability in society. In the
course of recent years, the government actively

uses it as a tool of the legalization policy of wages
and other incomes of the population. However, the
current personal income taxation system of taxa-
tion does not fully comply with its fiscal and regu-
latory functions, and needs further improvement.

There occurred different approaches to
assessing the fiscal and social efficiency of the
personal income taxation system in the economic
scientific thought during the 20 century. The rep-
resentatives of the Keynesian school (D. Clark,
E. Hansen, S. Harris) noted that in order to stimu-
late economic growth and reduce unemployment,
it is necessary to increase revenues or reduce taxes
to stimulate aggregate demand in the economy,
which will increase the demand for labor and reduce
unemployment. According to the proposal theory
(A. Laffer, M. Evans, J. Guilder) high tax rates
restrain the growth of savings and reduce the invest-
ment potential of households and business entities.
Professor A. Okun estimated the effect of reducing
the tax burden on the dynamics of GNP [1].

Alarge number of scientific works are devoted
to the problems of the formation of an effective per-
sonal income taxation system in Ukraine. The stud-
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ies of Y. Ivanov [2], A. Krisovatyy, A. Lutsyk [3], V.
Tropina [4] deserve special attention as they assess
the impact of taxation on social development and
well-being. S. Levytska and N. Stets conducted a
comparative analysis of the socio-regulatory role of
PIT in Ukraine and economically developed coun-
tries with a view to improving the mechanism of its
collection [5]. Despite the significant contribution
of Ukrainian scholars to the study of this problem,
the issue of finding ways to improve the system
of personal incomes taxation is urgent in order to
reduce tax pressure and legalization of wages, as
well as to achieve social justice in the incomes taxa-
tion of the population of Ukraine.

The purpose of the article is to reveal the
peculiarities of the functioning of personal income
taxation system in Ukraine, as well as to assess
its effectiveness from the point of view of ensur-
ing social justice in the process of redistribution
of citizens’ incomes, as well as to offer ways for
improvement the population income taxation.

1. The fiscal efficiency of personal income tax

The formation of an effective system of the population
social protection, which enables providing decent
living standards for all members of society, requires
significant financial resources. The main instrument
for accumulation of cash funds directed towards
financing social programs is an efficient and fair
system of individuals’ incomes taxation. It combines
personal income tax (PIT), military tax and a unified
social contribution to the compulsory state social
insurance (USC). It should be noted that, according
to Ukrainian legislation, the USC is not included in

the tax system and is credited to social insurance
funds, but by its nature and mechanism of collection,
it can be considered as a social tax, which is accrued
on the incomes of the working population.

The PIT is a direct national tax that must
be paid by all individuals who receive income in
Ukraine, as well as citizens of Ukraine who receive
foreign income. Since January 1, 2011, Section IV
of the Tax Code of Ukraine [6] has established the
mechanism of its collecting.

The personal income tax is an important
source of filling the budgets of all levels, both
in Ukraine and in many economically devel-
oped countries. In recent years, there has been
an increase in the nominal income of the PIT to
the Consolidated Budget of Ukraine almost three
times: from UAH 60.2 billion in 2011 to UAH
185.7 billion in 2017 (table 1).

Such high rates of the PIT receipts growth
are due to: the introduction of new objects of
taxation (since 2014 pensions has been subject to
taxation), the tax base expansion (since July, 2014
interests on deposits has been subject to taxation),
change in tax rates, as well as high rates of inflation
(in December 2014 — January 2015 there was an
abrupt devaluation of the hryvnia).

There is also a slight increase in the PIT
share in the tax revenues structure from 18%
in 2011 to 22.4% in 2017. This was mainly
due to the introduction of military tax and the
expansion of the PIT tax base. For European
countries, the share of PIT in the structure of
tax revenues ranges from 9.7% in Slovakia to
58.9% in Denmark [9, pp. 14—-15], which is due

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to the type of tax system and the development of
the country’s economy.

In Ukraine, there was observed a slight
increase in the PIT share in GDP to 5.3%, which
corresponds to the indicators of the countries of
Central and Eastern Europe: 3% in Slovakia, 4.6%
in Poland, slightly more than 5% in the Baltic
States. In Scandinavian countries, however, the
share of personal income tax in GDP is much
higher: 14.9% in Sweden and 29.4% in Denmark.
In other European countries, this indicator ranges
from 2.8% in Belgium to 9% in the UK [10]. The
value of this indicator depends mainly on the type
of income redistribution system and the level of
economic development of the country.

Until 2004, a progressive scale of personal
income tax was applied in Ukraine, in which five
rates were used. The minimum rate was 10% and
the maximum was 40%. The main task of this
incomes taxation system was to provide budget
revenues. However, due to the unfavorable
economic situation in the country, it has become
one of the factors of wage shadowing. Since
January 1, 2004, there was introduced a single rate
of 13% in Ukraine for the taxation of individuals’
incomes, which in 2007 was raised to 15%. In fact,
the transition to a proportional system of citizens’
incomes taxation took place. Such a reform should
have ensured the growth of income from PIT due
to the remuneration legalization, but the reform did
not work. We believe that one of the main reasons
for its failure was the high rates of social insurance
contributions paid by employers. The proportional
system of incomes taxation provides the same tax
burden for both "poor" and "well-off" strata of the
population and does not allow redistributing income
of the population effectively in order to ensure the
well-being of each person.

In 2011, Ukraine introduced a low-income
personal income tax system, which provided a
basic rate of 15% for incomes that did not exceed
10 times the minimum wage per month and 17%
for income exceeding 10 minimum wages. Such
a system became a certain compromise, because
it ensured the redistribution of income without
creating a negative attitude towards it of the
wealthy population.

In order to increase budget revenues in 2016,
the PIT rate was raised to 18% (19.5%, including
military tax). Thus, the transition to the proportional
taxation of incomes and the transfer of the tax
burden on PIT to the poor population took place
again. The tax burden on incomes of Ukrainians is
sometimes higher than in the EU countries. Thus, a
single citizen who receives income lower than 67%
of the average salary is obliged to pay 6.4% of his
income in Poland, in the Czech Republic — 8.9%,
in Austria — 8.3%, in France — 11%, in Germany —
14%, in Estonia — 15.2%. The tax burden is higher
only in Iceland — 25% and in Denmark — 33.8% of
income [11].

In most European countries, the progressive
scale of citizens’ income taxation is used, which
we consider to be more socially just. Taking
into account the fact that the existing system of
PITs collecting, does not promote legalization of
remuneration and does not provide significant
revenues to the budgets, it is advisable to introduce
alow progressive scale of personal income taxation.
This will allow somewhat to increase the income
of the poor population, which will be directed to
current consumption. Reducing the incomes of the
rich population will not reduce current consumption,
but it will only reduce savings.

2. The tax social benefit as a mechanism for
social protecting of employees

When collecting PIT in Ukraine there is a mech-
anism for protecting citizens who receive low
incomes. It consists in the application of a tax
social benefit. According to the paragraph 169 of
the Tax Code of Ukraine, there are four kinds of a
tax social benefit provided: regular, for children,
increased and maximal (table 2).

However, the social effect of the regular
tax social benefit, which was foreseen at the time
of the Tax Code adoption, is not working today.
It was initially anticipated that after the end of
the transition period of December 31, 2014, the
size of the tax social benefit would be 100% of
the subsistence level for an able-bodied person.
Nevertheless, in 2015 transitional principles were
fixed in the Tax Code of Ukraine on a permanent
basis.

To receive a tax social benefit, the amount of
the tax payer’s wage mustnotexceed 1.4*subsistence
level for an able-bodied person on January 1
of the correspondent year, rounded to the nearest
10 UAH, and for the tax social benefit for children
the maximum income of one of the parents — increases
proportionally on the number of children (table 3).

According to experts from the Financial
and Economic Analysis Office in the Verkhovna
Rada of Ukraine n 2016, almost 40% of
Ukrainian citizens received income less than
UAH 3.5 thousand. Thus, about a quarter of
workers in Ukraine were entitled to a tax social
benefit [12, p. 16—17]. Such a large number of
low-income workers is explained by the high
level of wage shadowing, which leads to a
reduction in the income of the PIT and a shift in
the tax burden on employees who receive only
official income.

With the increase of the minimum wage
in 2017-2018, the number of employees who
are entitled to a tax social benefit is substantially
reduced, since the minimum wage, which the
employer is obliged to pay for a fully spent month,
exceeds the limit of income for obtaining the
regular tax social benefit. According to the State
Fiscal Service, the number of persons who have
taken advantage of the right to a tax social benefit
in 2011-2016 has decreased by almost 40% — from
7 to 4 million people [12, p. 18—19].

Despite the positive tendency, almost 30%
of the working population aged 15-70 receive
low incomes and use tax social benefits. Such
a large number of beneficiaries may be due to
both low wages and a significant level of wage
shadowing. We believe that further government
policy aimed at legalizing wages and strengthening

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control over payroll calculations, as well as
economic stabilization in the country, will help
to reduce the number of workers who will be
eligible for a tax social benefit. At the same time,
in order to restore the social effect of the tax social
benefit, which should reduce the tax pressure on
low incomes of citizens; it is necessary to raise
and modernize the level of subsistence level or
to increase the marginal amount of income which
allows receiving it.

3. The military tax

Since 2014, the significant tax burden on wages is
a military tax, which is charged at the rate of 1.5%
and is credited to the State Budget of Ukraine [6].
Initially, the military tax was collected only from
wages, but since January 1, 2015, instead of its abo-
lition, the base of charging this tax was expanded.
Now it is collected of all incomes, which are the
object of PIT accrual. On the one hand, the military
tax allows accumulation of more than 10 billion
UAH each year to finance military expenditures
(table 1) and contributes to reducing the deficit of
the State Budget, but on the other hand, it leads to
a decrease in the incomes of citizens and their sol-
vency, which is especially noticeable in the condi-
tions of high inflation. However, despite the antiso-
cial effect of the military tax, according to the Basic
Directions of Budget Policy for 2018-2020, it is not
planned to be canceled in the near future [12, p. 23].

4. The unified social contribution and the ways
to improve the personal incomes taxation system
The main source of filling the budgets of social
insurance funds is the unified social contribution
paid by employers and the calculation base of
which is the wage of each employee. However, the
funds accumulated at the expense of the payment
of the USC are not sufficient for the effective work
of the social insurance system as a whole and pen-
sions implementation, in particular.

Last year, a number of changes were made
to the order of the USC collecting, which came
into force on January 1, 2018, namely:

— the maximum size of the USC calculation
base is now tied not to the subsistence level, but
to the minimum wage and is 15 minimum wages.
Taking into account the significant increase in
the minimum wage to UAH 3723, the maximum
amount of the USC calculation base increased to
UAH 55845;

— employers calculate USC to the salary
of each employee at the general rate of 22% and
8.41% (5.3% or 5.5%) for disabled workers;

— employers pay USC for each employee
at a rate that cannot be less than the minimum
insurance contribution. In 2018, it amounts to
UAH 819.06 (3723 * 22%) [13].

If the salary employers is lower than the
established minimum wage for the relevant month,
the employer is obliged to make an additional
payment to the minimum wage and to add the
USC to the minimum insurance contribution. Such
a statutory duty of an employer on the one hand,
enables to guarantee income at the level of minimum
wages; and on the other hand, it allows including to
the worker’s social and pension insurance period
each fully spent month, even if the accrued income
was lower than the minimum wage.

In the context of the incomes legalization
policy in Ukraine, there is a constant search for
ways to improve the personal incomes taxation
system in order to increase its fiscal and social
efficiency. Thus, this year in March, a draft Law
of Ukraine "On Amendments to the Tax Code of
Ukraine and certain legislative acts on stimulating
tax liability of citizens" was submitted to the
Verkhovna Rada of Ukraine for consideration
[14]. In particular, it is proposed to reduce the
aggregate tax burden from the PIT and the USC
to 25% (10% of the personal income tax and 15%
of the USC) and shift the obligation to pay them
to employees. The authors of this project believe
that this will increase the responsibility of each
taxpayer, while rates lowering will help to legalize
wages and increase revenues to the budget and
social insurance funds. However, we believe that
such measures carry a number of threats, namely:
the introduction of a new tax administration order
may lead to a reduction in the payment discipline
of its payers; further reduction of the amount
of insurance contributions will deepen the
deficit of own revenues of the Pension Fund of
Ukraine. Therefore, the offered reform requires a
thorough scientific analysis and simulation of its
consequences.

Conclusions

Summarizing the conducted research, we can state
that the current system of personal income taxa-
tion in Ukraine, despite a number of reforms and
improvements, does not ensure the growth of rev-
enues to the budgets and insurance funds, and does
not fully fulfill the social function of protecting
citizens who receive low incomes. Therefore, in
order to ensure the social efficiency of the personal
income taxation system, it is necessary:

— to restore the progressive nature of the
personal income tax, which will contribute to
a more efficient and socially equitable income
distribution;

— to increase the effectiveness of social
tax benefit by establishing a higher limit for its
application;

— to expand the list of payments that can be
included for obtaining a tax bonus from the PIT;
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— to reduce the tax pressure on the citizens’
income by canceling the temporary military tax;

— to ensure social justice in the incomes’
taxation, to take into account the marital status, the
number of children and working people, age, etc.;

— in the process of improving the income
taxation system, to provide the scientific validity
and consistency of reforms.

Consequently, building an efficient and
socially fair system of personal income taxation
will allow not only to ensure stable tax revenues to
the budgets but also to improve the quality of the
social protection system in Ukraine.

Further scientific research will be devoted
to the study of the taxation system impact on social
protection programs financing.
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ECONOMIC EFFICIENCY
OF HIGHER EDUCATION IN UKRAINE
Abstract. In the article the definition of economic efficiency in higher education is considered as the ratio of

economic results of the functioning of the higher education system to its tangible and intangible assets / human
potential or the costs of their implementation.
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Three main areas are distinguished among the studies devoted to methods of analyzing economic
efficiency in higher education: cost analysis, analysis of results, and loss analysis.

On the basis of the comparison of the discount cash flow received from higher wages of qualified staff
(with higher education), and the average cost of its acquisition, the authors assessed the competitive positions of
15 countries of the world on the criterion of economic efficiency of the higher education system at the macro level.

According to the calculations, Ukraine lags tens of times in the cost efficiency of education from the
developed countries. Among the factors of low cost efficiency of Ukrainian higher education are much lower
than in other countries difference in the payment of skilled and unskilled labor, as well as high level of discount
rate, which negatively affects the cost efficiency of education.

It is established that in the analysis of economic efficiency of higher education it is important to consider
next factors: the influence of internal and external factors that increase or weaken the economic benefits of
higher education; the availability of indirect material and intangible benefits from the higher education system,
different levels of cost and benefit assessment of investments in the higher education institution, as well as the

interests of different groups of stakeholders of higher education.
On the basis of the analysis of existing approaches to the assessment of the efficiency of higher
education, the methodological bases for the effectiveness evaluation of the higher education system functioning

in Ukraine are formulated.

Taking into account the complex nature of the category of economic efficiency and the different levels of
efficiency of the higher education system functioning, it is proposed to analyze the effectiveness of the higher
education on the criteria of economy, productivity, performance and losses.

The indicators of the potential loss of the higher education system on the macro level as a result of
the decrease in the efficiency of functioning have been determined. The results of the human capital losses
from unemployment of general education, professional and higher education graduates related to the average

annual expenses for their preparation are shown.

Based on the generalization of international and national experience in the field of economic analytics
in higher education, the main directions of institutional analysis of the higher education competitiveness on the

criterion of economic efficiency are determined

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SECURITY OF HIGHER EDUCATION SYSTEM IN UKRAINE:
VIEW FROM DIFFERENT PERSPECTIVES

Abstract. There is a new aspect of research of higher education system in Ukraine. It is security of such
system. Higher education system in Ukraine (as every social-economical system) can function effectively and
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fulfill its mission only in the fulfillment of some conditions. One of such conditions is staying in security. From
positions of protective approach and consideration of security as condition of effective functioning of higher
education system security of higher education system is an aggregate of organizational relations of elements
of such system that reflects logic of their behavior while making interrelated target actions of organizational-
legal and economical character for protection of elements of system according to considered concept of its
development and policy that implements such concepts.

There are two positions about higher education system in Ukraine: traditional perception of such
system or perception in borders of public approach (state-hold tradition) and perception of higher education
system from economical positions (private-hold tradition). Purpose of higher education system in public
approach is training well-qualified specialists with not only some volume of base knowledge and skills,
but also with active social position. State is the subject of providing economical security of institution in
higher education system according to state-hold tradition. Purpose of higher education system in economical
approach is obtaining financial result of intellectual product. And educational services are considered as kind
of such intellectual product for future financial result. Participation of state concerning providing economical
security for higher education system in economical approach is in making rules for institutions of higher
education system while they are making and commercialize new knowledge. There are typical threats for
higher education institutions as the main element of higher education system in Ukraine and for the whole
system considered in the article.

Presented ideas and concepts in the article are the basis for conclusion that higher education system in
Ukraine is in insecure state because of ambiguity of status of institutions of higher education system (social-
oriented institutions or economical entities), absence of legitimized by state reference points and vectors of
development for higher education system, some suspension of state of threats for higher education system,
wait-and-see position of state concerning higher education system. Ukrainian institutions of higher education
system are forced to admit threats because of reactive policy in security-providing activity. There are no
irreparable consequences for such system now, but one can consider serious losses in higher education
system in Ukraine.

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THE COMPETITIVE POTENTIAL OF JOINT-STOCK COMPANIES

Abstract. Increase in scales of an economic crisis in Ukraine is developed on a basis of: political and economic
wars; instability of national economy security and its tendency to disbalance; internal disorders; globalizations of
the international activities of joint-stock companies; the separate corporations competition, opened borders in the
Internet environment; dependences on a global environment of joint-stock companies, global homogenization of
management styles.

Scientific views of state and joint-stock companies competitive potential formation are proved in article.
Problems of formation of joint-stock companies’ competitive potential which are connected with the solution of
tasks of organizational and technological procedures are specified.

On the basis of structural approach use in a research work was formed the sequence of interdependent
stages of a management process of potential formation. Actions for implementation of strategic directions of
state potential development are defined. Authors specified stages of management of process of competitive
potential of joint-stock company. On the example of concrete joint-stock company were calculated indicators
of a financial state. The scheme of model of enhancement of competitive potential of joint-stock company is
developed. Itis found out that improvement of competitive potential is implemented through strategic directions
of development of joint-stock company. The efficiency of process management of strategic capacity formation
of the joint-stock company directly depends on its informational support.

Authors made a conclusion that joint-stock companies competitive potential is a basic resource for
growth of the strategic concept of the state economic security. In the competitive potential management were
defined three aspects: understanding of threat of global external counteractions; permanent monitoring of a
processes of competitive potential resource components change; influence of market tendencies in the state.

economic sovereignty in modern conditions;
analyzed indicators of economy development of
Ukraine and external economic sector, especially
key factors which influence macroeconomic safety
of the country. Also the author offered actions of

category «economic security» [3].

Modern assessment of the Ukrainian
financial market competitiveness remains low with
the limited nomenclature of financial services, but
it can be considered attractive to potential foreign
investors [4].

The process improvement of resource
providing of strategic directions development
needs distribution of specific types of resources
by each stage. Perspective of potential formation
is following: problems of creation of structure
of competitive potential and development of the
principles and methods of their optimization;
problems of development of the system of the
advancing response to activities conditions
changes; problems of new informational and
technological approaches to implementation of
potential opportunities of the joint-stock company.

The analysis of processes in a global
environment is hold in variable conditions
that substantially complicates the solution of
noted stages. Development of bases of the state
competitive potential formation will allow
to provide the problem resolution, connected
with the long-term goals achievement. Special
attention should be paid to the organization of
system of the advancing identification of the most
important factors which influence the high-quality
and timely organization of this process and also
systematization and accounting of the destabilizing
factors of the external environment.

In particular, A. Polyanska and O. Kshuk
proved the interrelation between strategic efficiency
of the entity and its operating activity through
the system of external and internal efficiency
indicators; the analysis of general provisions of
strategic activities of the entity through criteria
of effectiveness of strategic management; value
of the operating activity of JSC as a potential of
effective objectives achievement for a mission
implementation with optimum expenses; estimation
of the entity efficiency on the basis of criteria of
entity strategic activity which concern competitive
advantages forming; achievement of firmness of
development and the entity potential development
in future periods; estimation of effectiveness of
operating activity; methodical approach to entity
strategic activities efficiency estimation on the basis
of calculation of an integrated resultant indicator by
a method of fuzzy logic usage [6].

S. lllyashenko analyzed web culture role
as a component of the intellectual capital of the

entity which actively works in the Internet. From
the position of competitiveness increase of JSC
the author marked out competitive advantages,
systematized the main methods of activities
in the Internet, offered formal dependences of
competitive advantages estimation according to
the level of development of web culture [7].

We support 1. Sotnyk and S. Shevtsov’s
scientific approaches concerning developing the
resource efficient strategies at the microlevel
of national economies and an innovative way
of development. Authors have definite «the
essence of resource saving strategy of the entity
as the system of long-term goals of resource
saving activity of the enterprise which were
determined by general tasks to its development
and also the choice of the effective ways of their
achievementy [8].

2. The definition of stages of competitive potential
management

Preliminary organizational actions holding consist
of such stages:

— determination of strategic directions and the
subsequent work out of the development strategy
according to long-term goals;

— collection, analysis, processing of infor-
mation flows which arrive from the system of
management for the purpose of formation of
information maintenance system of a process of the
joint-stock company potential management;

— the analysis of the basic organizational and
economic processes of the joint-stock company in
all functional directions.

These actions create basic conditions for the
competitive potential formation of the joint-stock
company, and on the other hand they are stages
of this process. In particular, the Nobel laureate
E. Ostrom represents schematically different forms
of usage of general natural resources by means of
a game tree of the optimization theory. A lack of
such a model is the impossibility to display all the
variety of an object as formal model [9].

On the basis of structural approach usage,
a certain stages of process of the competitive
potential formation is showed (Fig. 1).

These stages of process management of
competitive potential formation of the joint-stock
company require a specification. We show the
analysis of the actual activity of the JSC «Budma»
that covers collection, the analysis, information
processing, the characteristic of tendencies of
enterprise development by the functional directions
ofthe currenttimeinterval. Thereceived dataallowed
to find out the main tendencies of development of

the JSC «Budma», and to determine its strategic
positions. The efficiency of JSC activity is
measured by a number of indicators. Key indicators
are autonomy index, index of maneuverability of an
equity, index of own current assets providing, index
of overall liquidity and absolute liquidity index. We
carried out the calculation of index of own current
assets providing and we grouped the received results
in the table (tab. 2).

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Autonomy index (show the relation of own
assets to a balance currency) increased on 0,18 and
on 31.12.2016 was 0,2 due to critical independence
less than 0,5. The low value of this index shows
that the main part of the JSC capital are not
own means. That is the joint-stock company has
dependence on external financial sources.

In JSC work it is necessary to keep a rather
stable measure value of maneuverability index
Km = 0.09 (ranging from 0,4 to 0,6) because the
higher index, the faster JSC «Budmay can react to
changes in a market situation and its flexibility in
use of own means will be higher.

Index of overall liquidity (relation of current
assets to short-term liabilities). During 2014-2017
the value of index had an upward tendency, and to
the end of the year its value made 1,07. It means
that the working capital of the company is 107% of
a short-term debt.

In this case the solvency of JSC «Budmay is
considered to be low. It is considered normal when
the value of this indicator is > 2. The optimum size
of overall liquidity index is influenced by a part of
inventory stocks in current assets.

Absolute liquidity index (relation of absolutely
quick assets (money and short-term financial
investments) to short-term liabilities). The situation is
normal when value of this index is >=0,5, in our case
during 2014-2017 the value of this index decreased
every year, from 0,14 to 0,3.

Degree of liquidity of the JSC depends
on its profitability, but clear connection between
these indicators is possible to see only in the
perspective period. In the short-term period there
is no such direct link. The JSC with quite good
profitability can have low liquidity as a result of
big payments to owners or unreliability of debtors.
That’s why, ensuring satisfactory liquidity needs
certain financial and economic decisions of the
head management of JSC «Budmay.

Changes in a macro environment, especially
military operations in the east of Ukraine, created
threats for the existence of the joint-stock company,
weakened potential, influenced competitors,
consumers, suppliers, changed a specific situation
in industries, destroyed implementation of certain
types of activity in general.

In our opinion, strategic positioning of the
joint-stock company is a basis for development of the
strategic concept of an economic safety of the state.

Based on the developed strategic concept
of functioning of the joint-stock company the
specific directions are determined. It should be
taken into account that ensuring efficiency of
the strategy of JSC development requires fixed
assessment, economic conditions correction,
implementation which depends on a market
conditions.

At this stage generation of the main strategic
and tactical actions for achievement of effective
objectives is carried out. Each of developed
strategic directions of development of the joint-
stock company is based on a certain resource pool
of the company, local potentials. Assessment of the
actual level of local potentials allows to determine
a possibility of effective implementation of each of
strategic directions of development.

Determination of potential opportunities of
realization of strategic directions of development
of the joint-stock company which is performed on
the basis of the comparative analysis according to
the available potential of economy of the state is
important. A main objective of implementation
of this stage is identification of the destabilizing
factors which limit potential opportunities of the
joint-stock company. In case of determination
of potential opportunities of the company it is
necessary to evaluate strategic resources and
allowances which are available, forecast the
growth of its potential.

The stage of an efficiency evaluation of
actions is directed to result formation. This is the
estimation of expenses on its implementation.
According to results of the carried-out assessment
all considered projects are ordered by decrease
in their efficiency. In case of noncompliance of
potential opportunities and necessary expenses
it is worth choosing the least costly actions. it is
necessary to correct the reduction of target aspects,
or to create new projects, at the same time to
increase potential.

The important stage is implementation of
developed actions by contractors. For example,
the potential of each company depends on the
E-knowledge personnel by such directions: support
of the top management, attraction the maximum
number of employees of the entity in process,
providing the reliable information environment,
understanding of work and knowledge of IP
networks, personnel learning organization [10].

The result of the competitive potential
formation of the company provides: opportunity
to correct negative impacts of the external
environment; decisions making that concern
structuring; composite connection and modeling
of organizational and technological procedures;
methods of changes optimization; system methods
of effective management increase of the JSC.

3. Modeling of changes of competitive potential
of the company

On the basis of the analysis of possible reserves
and restrictions of JSC development scientists
create components of resource effective strategy,
mark out the main program actions for resource
saving strategy development. In particular,
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implementation of technical regulations of resource
consumption, updating and upgrading of the fixed
business assets, an obligatory certification of the
power consuming equipments, waste recycling of
the main production, use of alternative types of
energy. They formulated the principles of creation
of resource effective strategy on micro level
taking into account innovative factors to which
included such principles: compliance, enterprise
skills and skills to communicate, flexibility and
alternativeness, innovations.

According to the principles of the system
analysis the problem of competitive potential
formation must be modulated (fig. 2); such
modeling is reasonable to perform on the basis of
classification of all procedures by a sign of target
orientation or functional unity. We presented it in
such a form:

— formation of the development strategy
that is adequate market conditions;

— development of the corresponding complex
of managerial influences;

— maximizations of use of own reserves and
minimization of attraction of additional resources
in production and economic process;

—creation of a structure of competitive
potential of hierarchical type according to the
specific realized program and the strategy of
development of the JSC;

— optimum structure formation of competitive
potential.

Modeling is understood as a possibility of
structure formalization of competitive potential, a
functioning method and also change of structure
in time [12]. In our case, the model of competitive
potential structure is a variety of interdependent
analytical, datalogical and heuristic dependences
which research is possible on the basis of the
analysis of informational flows which arrive from
the system of marketing.

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It should be noted the necessity of ensuring
such an important feature of competitive
potential as adaptability. It attracts availability of
requirements to creation of adaptive structure of
competitive potential:

— organization of resources effective man-
agement;

— development of the system of the advanc-
ing reaction for the purpose of reaction time reduc-
tion during information flows processing;

— availability of interaction effect of compo-
nents of potential;

— development of the managerial influences
directed to elimination of the destabilizing influ-
ences of external counteractions.

Conclusions
Main problems of competitive potential formation
of JSCs which are connected with the solution of
tasks of organizational and technological proce-
dures are determined. Improvement of competitive
potential is implemented through strategic direc-
tions of development of the company.

On the basis of structural approach usage
the sequence of interdependent stages of process
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Abstract. Solving the problems facing the Ukrainian economy at the present stage requires the creation
of conditions for stable economic growth. For this purpose, an analysis of the factors of economic
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growth and economic and mathematical modeling of the forecast variants of the Ukrainian economy
development are necessary. At the same time, the scientific literature has not sufficiently studied the
problem and developed a methodology for predicting the national income of Ukraine, depending on
macroeconomic costs.

The purpose of the article is to develop the methodology for forecasting Ukraine’s national income on
the basis of material, social and intellectual costs.

In this article we construct the multiple regression equations that allow us to model the time evolution
of macroeconomic indicators to predict the dynamics of Ukraine’s national income, material, social and
intellectual costs. The main factors of influence, namely material, social and intellectual costs on the national
income of the country are analyzed. Linear pairs and multiple regression equations for the dependence of

material, social and intellectual costs on the Ukraine’s national income are constructed.

The predictable interval estimates of these indicators are calculated until 2019. All calculations were
made using the “StatGraphics Plus Professional 5.0” application package. The econometric modeling method
of the main macroeconomic indicators on the basis of multiple regression is also proposed.

It has been studied that education and science are becoming the main branches of production
of intellectual capital and income in the national economy. The authors consider the socialization and
intellectualization as key factors of the national economy development, which objectively serves as a
determinant of the transition to the globalization of the information society.

According to the current economic situation in Ukraine, to increase the national income, it is advisable
to increase intellectual costs, that is, to make significant investments in education, science, innovative

activity of enterprises.

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PROBLEMS OF THE LABOR MARKET IN UKRAINE
AS FACTOR OF INFLUENCE ON THE LEVEL
OF HUMAN RESOURCES SECURITY OF ENTERPRISES

Abstract. On the basis of population dynamics, the study of the level of economically active, economically
inactive, unemployed population in Ukraine for the period of 2010-2018 has identified the problem of
reducing the number of labor resources, including highly skilled. The main factors that caused a problem
with staffing of Ukrainian enterprises were determined, in particular: the decrease of the population,
cancellation of visa regime with European countries since 2017, the decline in the living standards of the
population, which led to mass labor migration, the war in the east of Ukraine, which caused the outflow
of foreign investment and further reduction of domestic enterprises, departure to study with the further
employment of Ukrainian youth. After analyzing the level of staff, the size of the minimum and average
salary, the level of subsistence level, the threat of losing the labor potential of domestic enterprises
due to the annual deterioration of the level of development of the national economy, which leads to
a deterioration of living standards of the population. In connection with this, enterprises have faced a
massive outflow of personnel who move to work abroad. Based on the results of the analysis, Ukrainian
companies can be offered to implement a personnel management policy to ensure a stable level of
human resources security based on the use of non-material incentives. The most effective methods of
non-material stimulation of labor consider expedient use of programs of humanization of labor; programs
of professional qualification development of labor force; non-traditional methods of material incentives:
individualization of wages, employee participation in profits, plans for group stimulation, employees’ right
to purchase shares on preferential conditions; programs of broad engagement of workers to production
management. We consider the provision of additional free time as an effective method of non-material
incentives. This means of external motivation is realized by differentiating (changing) the duration of the
basic and additional leave, dividing them into parts, giving the opportunity to work part-time or full-time,
shortening the work hours.

AND POTENTIAL OPPORTUNITIES FOR ENERGY SECURITY IN UKRAINE
IN THE CONDITIONS OF INTEGRATION OF ITS ENERGY SECTOR

Abstract. Energy is the most important prerequisite for growth and development around the world, and despite
the global financial crisis, energy demand is steadily increasing.

The purpose of this research is to analyze global trends in energy development and to determine the potential
of their use for increasing the level of energy security of Ukraine in terms of integrating its energy sector into
European and world markets.

Methods of research: structural-dynamic analysis, grouping method, systematization method.

In the energy sector of Ukraine, the following indicators (components of the risk index) have considerably
deteriorated in recent years: volatility of oil prices, oil prices, volatility of energy costs, world coal production
safety, world natural gas production safety (it is clear that this indicator has generally deteriorated as a result
the deterioration of relations with the main supplier, and now an invader), the safety of world coal reserves (a
problem in the territories occupied by Russians, where the bulk of Ukrainian coal is mined ), energy consumption
per capita, energy consumption per transport per capita and the safety of world natural gas reserves (similar
to the production of this energy resource). The long-standing crisis in the energy sector of Ukraine in recent
years has tended to be substantially strengthened. In particular, the crisis in the electricity sector revealed not
only certain, temporary, problems, but also significant systemic problems (risks) for the Ukrainian electricity
sector, including that the Donbass war seriously threatens the level of Ukraine’s energy security. The stability
of Ukraine’s energy system depends to a large extent on weather conditions, the external environment, and

not on internal factors.

Investigating and following the main trends of world energy, this sector in Ukraine will be able to
effectively use the potential of the energy market. In addition, it is necessary to develop and implement an

effective system for managing macro-energy risks.

In the article is considered the Ukrainian new energy strategy until 2020
and the complex of the current problems of Ukrainian economy which connecting with the implementation
of this strategy. The author pays attention to the strengths and weaknesses of the Ukrainian new energy
policy, as well on the specific of the current situation on energy market and defines the prospective ways
of developing energy sector.

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THE MECHANISM OF FORMATION AND FUNCTIONING
THE SYSTEM OF ACCOUNTING AND ANALYTICAL SUPPORT
OF FINANCIAL MANAGEMENT OF THE ENTERPRISE

Abstract. The management of Ukrainian enterprises, which is carried out in difficult-to-forecast conditions for
changing the operational environment, requires properly informational ground, this should be facilitated by the
system of accounting and analytical support. Formation the system of accounting and analytical support of
financial management of the enterprise is aimed at strengthening the information basis for the development
and implementation of decisions by security subjects. The essence of accounting and analytical support for
the purposes of managing the financial security of an enterprise by justifying the structure, a list of principles
and functions, key tasks and a set of determining parameters regarding the specifics of economic activity of
domestic enterprises and the conditions for ensuring their financial security are considered. The mechanism
has been developed which provides for the gradual introduction of changes in the organizational structure
and adjustment of the functional duties of the enterprise’s employees with a view to developing the system of
accounting and analytical support for the management of financial security at the enterprise using the available
opportunities and achieving key tasks in the field of financial security.

Introduction

In the conditions of constant and difficultly pre-
dicted changes in the external environment and
internal conditions of economic activity by domes-
tic enterprises, there is a high probability of threats
occurrence, the implementation of which can lead
to the appearance of signs of a crisis state, and in
the future, bankruptcy.

The visualization of all processes in the
conditions of a certain enterprise is reflected, first
of all, in the financial sphere, and consequently
it is actual to search for and implement effective
solutions for financial security management that
should provide flexibility and adaptation to chang-
ing conditions while at the same time making it
possible to achieve financial interests.

The presence of a significant number of
threats to the sustainable and efficient operation
of the financial system at the enterprise requires
improving existing and developing the new mech-
anisms to ensure its financial security, which is
impossible without the formation of adequate
information support, which should be based on the
system of accounting and analytical support.

Theoretical bases of financial safety man-
agement at the enterprise were studied by a domes-
tic and foreign scientists, such as O. Arefieva,
I. Blank, O. Baranovskyi, A. Voronkova, K. Gory-
acheva, L. Donets, S. Iliashenko, G. Zadorozh-
nyi, M. Kyzym, T. Klebanov, G. Kozachenko,

L. Kostyrko, O. Lyashenko, Y. Oleinykov, V. Pono-
marov, R. Saifulin, O. Tereshchenko, A. Sheremet,
V. Shlykov and others.

On the problem of accounting and analytical
support of the process of managing the activities of
enterprises focused attention: P. Buriak, F. Butynets,
L. Gnylytska, T. Karpova, G. Kireitsev, O. Gudzyn-
skyi, M. Demianenko, V. Len, M. Pushkar, P. Sab-
luk, V. Sopko, L. Suk and others.

Paying tribute to the scientific and practical
significance of the works of the scientists men-
tioned, it should be noted that in the domestic and
foreign literature, some important aspects of finan-
cial security have not been adequately reflected,
in particular in the formation of the system of
accounting and analytical support of financial
security management at the enterprise.

The purpose of the article is to substantiate
the essence of the system of accounting and ana-
lytical support of the financial security manage-
ment of the enterprise and to develop a mechanism
for its formation and functioning.

1. The essence of the system accounting and
analytical support of financial management at
the enterprise

The essence of management is the acceptance by
the subjects of management of certain decisions on
management objects. The basis of the management
decision is information that allows clarifying the
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essence of the problem, possible scenarios for devel-
opment of events, available resources and the ability
to influence the situation. In addition, information is
also needed in the process of implementing a certain
decision as a basis for monitoring and correcting it,
analyzing the results and improving the management
process itself. But the concept of «information» is
very stretched and covers the activities of the entire
enterprise and its external environment, so a large
amount of information is unnecessary in a certain
situation at the enterprise, and can not only help but
also harm, as it will not allow to make an appropriate
decision promptly [1, p. 124]. As a result, the impor-
tance of the formation of a certain system that would
make receiving, ordering and highlighting important
information for decision-making is growing. In the
scientific literature [2, p. 136-138; 3, p. 112] such
a system is defined as accounting-analytical. In our
opinion, for the purposes of ensuring the financial
security of an enterprise, it is advisable to create a
system of accounting and analytical support with cer-
tain differences that take into account the specifics of
the recognition of financial threats and risks.

The essence of accounting and analytical
support is the implementation of a set of consist-
ent procedures for the collection, compilation,
processing, verification and analysis the informa-
tion on the economic activities of the enterprise in
order to identify changes in the level of financial
security, the impact of factors, available resources
and possible consequences for business manage-
ment and development. This process should be
considered as a key component of ensuring the
necessary level of security and improving finan-
cial management of a particular enterprise. From
that we can conclude that in accounting and ana-
lytical support as a system in which, taking into
account the specifics of the financial security of an
enterprise, it is expedient to distinguish three com-
ponents: the accounting subsystem, the subsystem
of economic analysis and the audit subsystem. The
allocation of the third component — the audit sub-
system — is related to the importance of verifying
the reliability of information for making manage-
rial decisions in the security sphere.

In our opinion, the system of accounting
and analytical support of financial safety manage-
ment of an enterprise should, based on the data of
operational, statistical, financial and management
accounting, provide for the preparation the infor-
mation for decision-making by the security sub-
jects by way of generalization, systematization,
verification and analysis.

In fact, it can be argued that the structure of
the system of accounting and analysis of financial
management of an enterprise should be formed on
the basis of the system of accounting and analyti-
cal support of enterprise management by develop-

ing and approving the additional functional duties
of employees of accounting, audit and analytical
units, to define the special secure information
channels and a feedback system with subjects of
security for promptly clarifying the state of secu-
rity facilities clarity in the enterprise and changes
in the external environment of functioning.

The system of accounting and analytical sup-
port should play an important role in managing the
financial security of the enterprise, ensuring the
interaction of specialized, semi-specialized security
subjects and other business units, in particular in the
exchange of information, making the company’s
rapid access to operational data on changes in the
external and internal environment, the likelihood
of the emergence and development of threats and
risks, the influence of certain factors on the change
in the level of security. All this should contribute to
increasing the speed and quality of decision-making
in the field of financial security.

In our opinion, the purpose of the system
of accounting and analytical support of financial
management of an enterprise can be defined as the
formation and transfer the operational, reliable and
comprehensive accounting and analytical informa-
tion to ensure the validity and timeliness of man-
agement decisions by security subjects.

The system of accounting and analyti-
cal support should contain the following ele-
ments: information sources, objects and subjects
of accounting and analytical support, appropriate
methodological support [4, p. 85, 5, p. 57]. Sources
of information are primary documents, registrars
of accounting and financial reporting, as well as
internal regulations, methodologies and account-
ing standards, as well as legislative and regulatory
documents and the like.

The subjects are accounting and analytical
department, the object is the economic activity of
the enterprise.

It is possible to single out such a set of func-
tions for the system of accounting and analytical
support of financial security management of the
enterprise:

— information, which consists in providing
information about the level of financial security,
the degree of influence of key threats and risks of
internal and external security subjects;

— accounting, which provides for the reflec-
tion of all facts of the economic activity of the
enterprise;

— control, which makes possible the verifi-
cation of primary accounting information, control
over the effectiveness of the actions of security
subjects;

— analytical, which allows on the basis of
primary accounting information to carry out retro-
spective, current and strategic analysis.
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The principles of the functioning of the sys-
tem of accounting and analytical support in the
process of guaranteeing the economic security of
an enterprise can be defined as follows:

— the principle of efficiency — the speed of
information is determined by the ability to take pre-
ventive protective measures and the effectiveness of
minimizing losses from the growth of danger;

— the principle of stability — the system of
accounting and analytical support should function
in an active mode to solve current and strategic
problems;

— the principle of economy — reducing the
cost of accounting and analysis in the management
of financial security of the company is possible
through the interaction of the security unit with
other structural units;

— the principle of rationality — the system of
accounting and analytical support should ensure
the flow of information to security subjects in
accordance with their functional tasks; the amount
of information should correspond to the needs of
security subjects;

— the principle of adaptation — the system
of accounting and analytical support should be
able to change in accordance with the tasks that
are assigned to it as a component of an integrated
system of financial security of the enterprise and
changes in the environment of the enterprise;

— the principle of flexibility — is achieved by
keeping in mind taking the needs for accounting
and analytical information of each individual secu-
rity subject.

According to a specific goal and the exist-
ing set of principles and functions, it is possible to
establish a list of key tasks of accounting and ana-
lytical support of financial security management of
the enterprise:

—formation of an information basis for
making managerial decisions by security subjects;

— analysis the level of financial security, iden-
tification and impact of a key threats and risks in
general and within the main functional components;

—control over the reliability of primary
accounting information, the process of implemen-
tation of management decisions and the effective-
ness of the actions of security subjects;

— planning actions to adapt the system of
accounting and analytical support in accordance
with changes in the external and internal environ-
ment of the enterprise.

The formation of the system of account-
ing and analytical support largely depends on the
information needs of security subjects [6, p. 263].
For each individual internal and external security
subject, it is necessary to establish clearly the vol-
umes of accounting and analytical information,
terms, priority and level of access. For example,

if a manager is identified at the enterprise, whose
functions include ensuring the security of the enter-
prise (small enterprises), a security unit (medium
and large enterprises) is created, then the volume
of accounting information is the largest in terms of
volume and the highest in terms of accessibility.
Provided that the enterprise attracts private secu-
rity structures or state security services to ensure
security, in addition to its own security subjects,
certain restrictions must be established for them,
which are directly related to the protection of the
owners’ financial interests, but at the same time
comply with the norms of the current legislation.

2. The mechanism of formation and function-
ing of the system of accounting and analytical
support management of financial security of an
enterprise

Differences in the organization of the financial
security system at domestic enterprises will require
consistent implementation of the interrelated steps
in the formation the system of accounting and ana-
lytical support: organizational, technological and
functional (see Graph 1).

In the «organizational» stage, the formation
of information needs of security subjects occupies
a key place, since this will be the starting point
for determining the quantitative and qualitative
parameters of accounting and analytical informa-
tion, identifying certain areas in the financial activ-
ity of the enterprise that require priority attention,
making calculations for allocating the necessary
resources for functioning of such a subsystem.

In the «technological» stage the key place
is occupied by two points. The first is the forma-
tion of data transmission channels with different
levels of protection, which requires strengthening
the security of part of the workflow. The second —
provides not only the maximum automation of all
accounting and analytical processes, but also the
most efficient use of labor resources. The identi-
fication and identification of external and internal
threats in the early stages of their development
can not be carried out on the basis of available
computer programs, since it is necessary to take
into account the simultaneous impact of a rather
significant number of differently directed factors,
some of which may be a consequence of «infor-
mation noise». In this case, the key role is played
by the employee who, after trailing to the personal
computer for the speed of information processing,
is able to feel the slightest changes in the dynam-
ics of the functioning environment, to use not only
credentials, but also «unofficial» information, to
make a decision based on intuition and something
like that. The role of such an employee (group,
department) is difficult to overestimate, which
requires, when forming a subsystem of accounting

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The task of the «functional» stage is not
only to directly achieve the goal of the system
of accounting and analytical support, but also
to improve it in accordance with changes in the
needs of security subjects and parameters of the
functioning environment.

The functioning of the system of accounting
and analysis of financial management of the
enterprise provides for consistent implementation
of planned actions to obtain primary accounting
information, its generalization, systematization,
validation and analysis, and transfer to users
to assess the level of financial security of the
enterprise, determine the impact of key threats and
risks as the basis for protection and (or) adaptation
to changing operating conditions.

is impossible without the necessary security of
information provided by security subjects. The
basis of information support is accounting and
analytical information, which is formed on the
basis of primary accounting data, verification their
reliability and analytical procedures.

Methodical bases of forming the system
of accounting and analytical support of financial
security management of the enterprise are taken
into account, taking into account the actual
conditions of doing business in Ukraine, the
importance of timely and reliable information
support for the development and implementation
of managerial decisions by security subjects.

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SAFETY POTENTIAL OF ENTERPRISE:
ESSENCE AND PROCESS OF FORMATION

Abstract. Since the inception the idea of opening a business before the liquidation of a business entity, the
basis and key condition for the operation and achievement of the goals is the security process. Safe activity, as
the newest direction in the field of enterprise security, focuses on ensuring the dynamic stability of functioning
through the protection from external and internal threats and minimizing risks. Achieving the goals of safe
operation is possible with the necessary capabilities, resources and means, that is, the generated security
potential. The process of formation of the safety potential is determined by multi-stage, taking into account
the specifics of economic activity, monitoring the level of the enterprise’s security and aggressiveness of
the external operation environment, assessing internal reserves and establishing cooperation with external
security subjects. Non-destructive potential, being a composite economic potential, determines the ability of
the enterprise to form safe conditions for its development.

Keywords: safety, safety activity, safety potential, process, enterprise.
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Introduction

Investigating the problem of managing the safety
at the enterprises, we have clarified the fact that,
on the one hand, the issue of security is viewed
from the moment of conscious perception of the
environment by human and himself as part of it,
that is, the views are reflected in the myths, legends
and religious postulates of ancient India, Egypt ,
Greece, China, etc., and on the other hand, mod-
ern security education, which generalizes knowl-
edge about the safety of various systems, includ-
ing economic entities, is actively developing only
during the last few decades. In Ukraine, business
circles are the stimulators of the formation of the
methodological foundations for enterprise secu-
rity activities, which, in the context of increasing
aggressiveness and a difficultly predicted working
environment, trying to create new security systems
capable of preserving their business [3, p. 18].

The development of issues of maintaining a
sufficient level of economic security of the enter-
prise is paid much attention by a domestic and
foreign scientists, in particular L. Abalkin, O. Are-
fieva, I. Binko, Z. Varnalii, O. Vlasiuk, T. Vasylt-
siv, Z. Gerasymchuk, V. Gorbulin, V. Dukhov , M.
Yermoshenko, Y. Zhalilo, Z. Zhivko, O. Zakharov,
V. Kovalov, G. Kozachenko, O. Lyashenko, V.
Martyniuk, V. Muntiian, Y. Oleinikov, G. Paster-
nak - Taranushenko, V. Ponomarenko, Y. Pushak,
N. Reverchuk, O. Tereshchenko, V. Franchuk, M.
Shvets, L. Shemaieva, S. Shkarlet, V. Shlemko, V.
Yarochkin and others.

Paying due scientific and practical impor-
tance to the work of leading scientists, it should
be noted that in the modern scientific literature and
practice of managing enterprises, the essence and
process of forming the safety potential of enter-
prise has not been sufficiently studied.

The purpose of the article is to define the
key parameters of the safety activity, the nature
of the entity and the process of forming the safety
potential of the enterprise.

1. The essence of the concept of «safety activity
of the enterprise»

Another scientific approach involves the applica-
tion the concept of «safety activity of the enter-
prise». The author of this term can be considered
V. Franchuk, who, together with his followers,
substantiated the essence of safety activity and
defined it as «... forms of the active attitude of
security subjects to a security reality, the meaning
of which is to carry out appropriate changes in it
on the basis of assimilation and the development
of a safety culture. That is, it is activities aimed
at counteracting threats, restoring activities in
order to protect corporate interests, maintaining
the integrity of processes or systems based on

assimilation and development of safety culture»
[5, p. 155].

Based on the results of the conducted
research of the scientific heritage of domestic
and foreign scientists, it was possible to deter-
mine the key parameters of the safety activity at
the enterprise:

— continuous process from the moment of
foundation of the enterprise to its liquidation;

— takes place in all aspects of the function-
ing of the enterprise, which can be characterized
by the possibility of risks and threats as the pri-
mary causes of a decrease in the level of security;

— such activities should be resource-based,
that is, financial, material, labor and information
resources;

— the result of such activities is the forma-
tion of safe conditions for the development of the
enterprise.

Taking into account the definition of V.
Franchuk, we consider it expedient to clarify and
supplement it and present the interpretation of
the term «safety activity at the enterprise» as fol-
lows: the activity of the enterprise, in cooperation
with external security subjects, to ensure its own
dynamic stability of functioning and the formation
of safe development conditions through protection
from external and internal threats and minimizing
risks.

We believe that the application of the term
«safety activity of the enterprise» is relevant and is
determined by such important points:

— the existence of any socio-economic sys-
tem, including enterprises, is possible only if its
security is ensured;

— the achievement of interests, including for
the enterprise — making a profit, possibly in the
case of development, which is impossible without
the formation of safe conditions;

— the state assumes obligations to ensure the
security of the primary link of the national econ-
omy, but it is difficult to speak about the effective-
ness of such activities in the current conditions of
our country. In addition, the safe operation of the
state does not ensure the opposition to all risks and
threats;

— the principle of independence is based on
the principle of independence, which, on the one
hand, restricts the interference of state authorities,
and on the other hand, in accordance with the the-
ory of self-preservation, ensuring the protection of
the enterprise as a system is its main function;

— safety activity is not analogous to «opera-
tionaly, «investment» or «financialy, it makes the
possibility of their implementation.

Achieving these goals safety activities,
which generally provide for monitoring safety,
minimization of risks, the identification and com-
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bating internal and external threats is possible with
the necessary skills, resources and tools, that is
generated by the potential - the safety potential of
the enterprise. Therefore, let us justify the essence
of the term «safety potential of the enterprise».

2. The essence of the concept of «safety poten-
tial of the enterprise»

For one thing, the notion of «potential» began to
be applied in the late 70’s in the early 80’s ... and
at the first stage was interpreted on the basis of the
translation of «potentiay - strength, power. Further
understanding of this term has undergone a signifi-
cant rethinking, but among scientists a significant
part of the supporters of the so-called «resource»
approach, which involves focusing on the core
resources of the enterprise. For example, F. Yev-
dokymov and O. Mizina argue that the enterprise’s
potential is expressed by available resources and
opportunities, as well as those resources and
opportunities that can be mobilized to achieve a
specific goal [1, p. 25].

It is established that in the economic liter-
ature the term «economic potential of the enter-
prise» is identical with the concept «potential of
the enterprise». Today there is a discussion about
the structure of the economic potential of the enter-
prise. In this aspect, several key approaches stand
out: resource (it includes the definition of the types
of potential in accordance with the components of
resources: personnel, financial, material, informa-
tion, etc.), functional (the main activities of the
enterprise are based on: marketing, production,
managerial, etc.) and mixed (a certain combination
of resource and functional approaches). Despite
the existence of significantly different points of
view, we consider it worthwhile to pay attention
to the results of the scientific search of S Arefiev,
who justified the need to distinguish four functions
of the enterprise’s economic potential: productive-
reproductive, social, ecological and security crea-
tor [2, p. 56]. The presence of the latter — security
creator — is an important moment for substantiat-
ing the theoretical foundations for the implementa-
tion of the safety activity of the enterprise. Next to
this, S. Arefiev distinguishes among the elements
of the economic potential: organizational (person-
nel, motivational, communication and resource),
production (production, technical and technologi-
cal) and innovation-information (scientific, tech-
nical and initiative-risk). In our opinion, in this
structure it was expedient, in accordance with the
content and list of functions, to distinguish and
safety potential.

In our interpretation, taking into account the
perfect generalization and the above-mentioned
own considerations on safety activity, the security
potential of an enterprise is the aggregate ability to

use available resources and opportunities to cre-
ate safe development conditions through reducing
risks and countering internal and external threats.
Therefore, the essence and components of the
enterprise’s economic potential can be represented
graphically as follows (Graph 1).

To our point of view, to implement safety
activities, it is advisable to form our own secu-
rity service, as well as closely cooperate with law
enforcement agencies and private security firms.
This combination makes effective use of own
resources with the possibility of achieving key
objectives of safety activity.

We consider it expedient to single out the
following main components of the safety potential:

— the personnel of the enterprise in general,
specialized and half-specialized units, between
which the functions for ensuring the security of the
enterprise are clearly distributed;

— material, technical and financial resources
necessary for the implementation of safety activi-
ties in the enterprise;

— a favorable organizational climate, which
provides for the interaction of internal security
subjects and cooperation with external actors in
order to achieve the goals of safety activity.

3. The process of formation of the safety poten-
tial of the enterprise

The next important methodological aspect is to
create a safety potential of the enterprise, which,
at our point of view, is the process of identifying
available resources and opportunities, structuring
and shaping organizational forms for effective use
in safety activities. As noted above, safety activ-
ity of enterprise involves close collaboration with
external entities security requires establishing
relationships and alignment options for the imple-
mentation of actions in each situation.

The formation of the safety potential should
be carried out taking into account the following
principles:

— alternatives, in other words, is carrying
out a specific task in the sphere of the company’s
safety activity, possible options should be taken
with the use of all personnel, half-specialized and
specialized units, external entities, in particular law
enforcement agencies and private security firms;

— dynamism, namely, the volatility of the
values of available resources and opportunities;

—combination in the use of various resources
and capabilities, which makes it possible to per-
form certain tasks;

— proportionality to the main parameters
and indices of the enterprise development and pro-
tection needs against the negative impact of the
external environment and the need to strengthen
control over internal processes;
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The process of formation the safety poten-
tial, in our understanding, should consist of the

Conclusion

Summing up it is expedient to emphasize once
again that the need to implement safety activity
is caused by the fundamental nature of entrepre-
neurship, the presence of risk and an unfavorable
environment of functioning, which is expressed
through the implementation of threats that lead to
an increase in danger, and thus can cause a crisis,
and ruin the enterprise as social and economic sys-
tem. Ensuring of safe development conditions is
possible through the formation of a safety potential

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LOCATION OF SOCIAL AUDIT
IN THE SYSTEM OF SOCIAL SECURITY

Abstract. The article defines the concepts and basic problems of social security in the system of economic
security of Ukraine. The main factors that have an impact on the level of social security and key problems of
ensuring its sufficient level are considered. The place of social audit in the system of social security of the state
and enterprise, specifics of social responsibility of business is outlined.

On the basis of empirical research using software packages MS Excel, Statistica 8.0, the place of social
audit was studied in the system of social security in order to find ways of Ukraine’s exit from the financial
and economic crisis and to strengthen the economic security of the state. On the basis of economic and
mathematical calculations, the diagnosis of the level of social security was carried out and the influence of
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external and internal threats on the macroeconomic stability and on the living standards of the population was
proved. The main problems of the establishment and development of social audit in Ukraine in the context of
providing social security are investigated. The state and trends of social security of Ukraine in the context of
indicators of its assessment are highlighted. The dynamics of average monthly wages in Ukraine and other
countries of the world is investigated. The main destabilizing factors, threats and risks that are influenced by
the level of social security are analyzed. It was established that in the strategic perspective deepening the
socio-economic crisis of the state leads to significant disproportions in the financial and economic system and
in the social sphere of the country. Strengthening the tax burden on business entities provoke an increase in
social tension in society.

In order to identify the preconditions for strengthening social security, searching for methods for reducing
social tension in society and raising the standard of living of the population, it is proposed to conduct social
audit as a mechanism for implementing the social function of public administration and the instrument for
ensuring the social security of entrepreneurship and the state.

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ELECTRONIC AUDIT BASED ON THE TAX AUDIT FILE:
WORLD EXPERIENCE AND UKRAINIAN PROSPECTS

Abstract. This study is exploratory in nature. It was designed to collect data on key issues related to
implementation of the digital forms of tax checks, in particular e-audit, Fiscal Services of different countries.
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The essence of electronic audit is considered in the article. E-audit is defined as: the verification/checking of
accounting transactions (and their sources/origins) processed in an electronic environment, using analysis,
evaluation and testing audit methods, assisted by computerised tools.

Itis established that the current world-wide e-audit trend is the use of Standard Audit File for Tax (SAF-T).
The SAF-T is a file containing reliable accounting data exportable from an original accounting system, for a
specific time period and easily readable by virtue of its standardisation of layout and format that can be used
by revenue authority staff for compliance checking purposes. The structure of the standard tax audit file is
described.

The international experience of introduction of tax audit files is disclosed. The following countries have
started implementing a process for submitting transaction data to taxing authorities: Portugal, Luxembourg,
Austria, Lithuania, Norway, Poland and other.

There are a wide variety of different approaches to SAF-T creation, depending somewhat the systems
being used to accounting, as well as the preferences or requirements of the recipient and users of the information
contained in the transaction data. Broadly, there are at least three different approaches that may be relevant:

1. Forms based approach offered by regulator or third party.

2. Embedded production with existing software.

3. Special software.

It is established that before introducing SAF-T into national practice, it is worth considering that
the standard approach can be neither practical nor desirable because each tax service faces a variety
of conditions, the legislative environment, administrative practice and the tax culture of taxpayers. The
accounting programs used by domestic taxpayers whose contents of the information array are sufficient for
the formation of SAF-T are determined. There are «IT-Enterprise», «SaaS», «Softpro», «SAP», Microsoft

Dynamics AX etc.

The main measures for implementation of the most effective results of using the tax audit file in domestic
practice are offered. To introduce an e-audit based on a tax audit file in Ukraine, it is necessary to:

1. Development of the domestic tax audit file based on the recommendations of the OECD.

2. Making appropriate amendments to the regulatory acts aimed at consolidating the duty of creating
and submitting taxpayers to the fiscal bodies of the tax audit file (to establish criteria and terms of grant).

3. Creation of accounting software capable of generating the Ukrainian version of the tax audit
file, or adaptation to these requirements of existing programs. Another or additional way may be the
development of special "solutions", forms or online services for the formation and submission of tax audit

files.

4. Selection of specialized software for analysis and verification of tax audit files or development of own

domestic software product.

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INVESTIGATING THE IMPACT OF GOVERNMENT POLICY
ON THE DEVELOPMENT OF SMALL ENTREPRENEURSHIP IN UKRAINE

Abstract. The article investigates a complex and controversial nature of small entrepreneurship in Ukraine. It
states that the Ukrainian government supports the development of small business with national, regional and
local programs. However, this support is declared in writing-only. At the same time, the pressure from supervisory
bodies and a significant degree of state control has led to a decrease in a number of small enterprises.

The author has analyzed various academic doctrines that explain the essence of small entrepreneurship.
In economic literature, it is described as a significant component of an economy, whose features strongly
depend on location and a corresponding government policy of specific country.

Definitely, there is a need to implement innovations and determine the perspectives for small business
development. The paper emphasizes a crucial role of small enterprises in streamlining the structure of national
economy.

A special attention has been paid to the socioeconomic importance of small business. By creating jobs, small
entrepreneurs actively participate in the accumulation of state budgets at all levels; facilitate the process of levying
personal income taxes. The author claims that the overhaul of small entrepreneurship sphere has to ground on
innovations, especially in management. Consequently, it will create a basis for further evolvement of an economy.

One of the paragraphs displays a «reliability hexagon» as a graphic visualization of competitive
economic foundations of business environment. It presents a constellation of effectiveness indicators of small
entrepreneurship by specific examples of EU-15 countries. The calculations base on the following indicators:
actual number of enterprises and employees, payroll, labor productivity, gross investment, commodities
turnover, value added, gross profit.

The author lists the circumstances that affect small business and originate from the peculiarities of
a national economic policy in the sphere. The most influential ones include a dependency on evolutionary
technological and organizational processes in a country as well as a reproduction mechanism inside the small
business, which itself cannot establish specific technological and organizational conditions as of big companies.
It is recommended to find special pathways for small firms and government as well as clarify mutually beneficial
circumstances and employ scientific approaches.

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MATHEMATICAL MODEL OF MIGRATION OF POLLUTION
IN THE ENVIRONMENT WITH CONSIDERATION OF ADSORPTION PROCESSES

Abstract. Simulation of the processes of migration of toxic substances in soils is of great importance for the
environmental safety of the environment. The literature presents many models of description of migration
processes, but they are predominantly theoretical and can not be implemented in practice. Another class of
models is based on the assumption that the process of accumulation of soil contamination can be described by
equations for the description of chemical processes of the first, second, pseudo second and higher orders. In
such models, the process of interaction of the pollutant with the soil environment is taken into account from the
point of view of chemical interaction, but does not take into account the diffusion processes taking place during
the migration processes at all. The problem of environmental pollution with heavy metals, mineral fertilizers as
sources of heavy metals, the degree of contamination by heavy metals and anthropogenic contamination of
soil cover, the mechanisms of accumulation of heavy metals by plants, and the valuation of toxic substances
in the soil are described. A mathematical model was developed for predicting the migration of heavy metals
in the soil environment, taking into account adsorption. The proposed model allows to predict the distribution
of the component at the interface between the solids and the liquid in the dimensionless height of the sorbent
layer, taking into account the adsorption process. The developed model is adequate for the external diffusion
region. Taking into account that the establishment of the equilibrium of the adsorption system is accompanied
by adsorption and desorption processes of the component in the sorbent layer, under dynamic conditions the
adsorption process will be complicated by the hydrodynamics of the moving material flow in the sorbent layer.
Experimental studies of the process of adsorption of heavy metal cations in a column type device showed
that the process takes place in the exterior diffusion region. Bio criterion in the experimental conditions was
Bi = 900, diffusion coefficient D=2,3-10-"° m?/s, coefficient of mass tansfer $=3-10° m/s. The comparison of
experimental and theoretical data showed good convergence of results and the adequacy of the mathematical
model for its application for the basic algorithm in environmental modeling programs.

Introduction

One of the key points of modern environmental
regulation is the idea of the soil as a deposit-
ing and buffer environment on the path of man-
made streams of harmful substances, in par-
ticular of heavy metals (Ltifi et al., 2017). This
protective biosphere function of the soil has a

barrier character in general, because at a dis-
tance of several centimeters of soil profile, acid
and oxidation-reducing conditions, carbonate
content can change significantly. The adsorption
properties of the soil are equally important, as a
result of which the largest amount of metal cat-
ions is concentrated in the upper layers of the

soil. Typically, soils with high adsorption capac-
ity due to the content of organic matter and clay
minerals are highly buffered in terms of trans-
location and water migration of such dangerous
elements as Pb, Cd, Cu, Zn, Ni, Co, and oth-
ers. Despite the reversal nature of ion-exchange
processes, the desorption of soils absorbed by
heavy metals in the natural environment is very
weak and is determined primarily by the acid-
ity of precipitation and soil solution. The main
mechanisms of soil functioning as an adsorption
barrier can be considered as ion exchange (with
alkaline earth, alkaline and hydrogen leaching)
and specifically sorption (with leaching of H +)
(Burghardt & Schneider, 2018). Reactions of ion
exchange of heavy metals and H + in soils are
reversible. The absorption of heavy metal cat-
ions is accompanied by the removal of hydrogen
cation from the so-called The soil picking com-
plex, which is represented by aluminosilicates,
humic and fulvic acids, leads to a decrease in
the pH of the soil solution (Hunt et al., 1984).
This, in particular, reduces the ionization of the
groups -COO- and the negative charge of the
colloids, the strength of the cations to the soil
and influences the absorption of soil nutrients
(Osmani & Bani, 2018). When the soluble metal
salts (chlorides, nitrates, sulfates) enter the soil,
the changes in the hydrolytic acidity of the solu-
tion are imposed on the process of diffusion
(migration) (Volesky, & Holan, 1995).

The purpose of the study is to develop an
adequate mathematical model for studying the
processes of migration of toxic emissions in the
soil environment, taking into account adsorp-
tion and experimental study of the migration of
heavy metals by soil profile.

Methodology and equipment for con-
ducting experimental research

To investigate the mechanism of migra-
tion of heavy metals in the soil environment, we
consider the zone with the concentration C' =
const on the surface of the soil. The distribution
of matter takes place in a stationary layer of soil
with a porosity € = 0,4. Medium pores are filled
with water. To study migration of heavy metals
in the soil environment, kumpanum sulfate was
used. To ensure a constant concentration of Cu*
on the surface of the soil, 50 g of salt was added
to the measuring cells.

From the container, with the pipette,
remove excess liquid (saturated solution) and
filter. Select 5 ml., filtrate and analyze it (Ure,
1990).

Samples of soil are taken at a depth of
1,5,10, 15, 20 and 25 cm from the surface.

Weigh is weighed, placed in a 250 ml
flask. and 100 mL of distilled water was added.

Progress of analysis. In a flask with the
analyzed solution Cu?" add 10 ml of IM solu-
tion of H2SO4, 10 ml of K1 + KSSN mixture
and immediately titrate with sodium thiosulfate
solution until the transition of the yellow-brown
coloration to light yellow. Then add 5 ml of
starch solution and continue to titrate until the
transition of the blue color to the lilac (pinkish-
white color of the CuCSN precipitate).

1. Physical model of the process of migration
of heavy metals in soils

The process of migration of heavy metals in the
soil is divided into several stages:

— diffusion of solvent molecules to a
source of pollution;

— solvation of heavy metal ions;

— dissociation of the compound from the
area of C = Cs to C = C1, with 0 <C1 <Cs.

When dissolving the compound in the sys-
tem there are mutually opposite flows — the flow of
of the dissolved substance and the flow of sol-
vent. When crossing these two streams, a diffu-
sion resistance is created, which slows down the
process of mass transfer of the component in the
volume of the soil environment.

When dissolving compounds of heavy
metals, depending on the product of their sol-
ubility, to a greater or lesser extent, there is a
change in the density of the liquid. The gravity,
surface tension and intermolecular interaction
of water molecules and solvated heavy metal
ions with the pore surface, i.e., adsorption, and
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friction forces, are applied to the liquid. Since
the diameter of the pores is quite significant
- de=2-10'3 m, then the forces of surface ten-
sion can be neglected. In the conditions of the
task set for the study of migration of heavy
metal components in the soil environment, the
concentration of CuSO, is 3450 kg / m®, and
the difference in the densities of the saturated
solution and pure substance p —p =110 kg/m’,
which means that the flow will have a signifi-
cant effect of the acceleration of the earth’s
gravity. Consequently, the hypothetical migra-
tion of a component in a soil environment in
the negative direction of the Z axis will pass
through the mechanism of turbulent diffusion.
In the case of diffusion in a horizontal direc-
tion along the x and y axes, the gravitational
contribution will be somewhat reduced, and if
we consider a section of infinitesimal height
with respect to the Z axis, then the effect of
gravity forces will be leveled. Thus, one can
expect the process to pass through the mech-
anism of molecular diffusion. When diffu-
sion of a component from a thicker soil to its
surface on the solution will be significantly
affected by gravity, and at C=Cs, that is, at the
upper boundary of the layer of salt will create
significant resistance in the diffusion of the
component, which reduces the motive force of
the process.

Recently, much attention is devoted to the
development of effective numerical schemes for
constructing approximate solutions of problems

of migration of impurities with dominant
convection. In this case, solutions of tasks
can have internal and boundary layers - very
narrow areas, where the solutions themselves
and their gradients change sharply. As a result,
numerical solutions based on the Galerkin
scheme, where the sampling parameter is too
large to take into account all these layers, can
strongly oscillate throughout the definition
area. In order to achieve a satisfactory
approximation, you must use the values of
the sampling parameter to be proportional to
the ratio between diffusion and convection.
In many cases, such an approach leads to an
enormous amount of degrees of freedom, and
thus to the impossibility of effectively finding
a numerical solution. Therefore, many authors
proposed different counter-flow schemes of the
finite element method (FEM), which are based
on the addition of a certain amount of artificial
diffusion in the direction of flow to the original
numerical circuit. The most widely used anti-
flow scheme of the Petrova-Galerkina method
and approach based on the concept of functions-
bubbles.

An important point in assessing the migra-
tion of heavy metals is the mathematical interpre-
tation of the process, which allows really calculat-
ing the rate of penetration of heavy metals into the
environment.

The mass transfer process of the released
component runs smoothly, in the form of the so-
called diffusion front, in a zone of length 1=Z,
which, in the experiment, is limit'ed to the overall
dimensions of the measuring cell. At the initial time
in all areas of the measuring cell, the concentration
of the target component will be zero.

The change of the diffusion front in time is
the curves for the distribution of the concentration
of the released component in a solution placed
in the pores of an inert medium along the length
1 of immovable layer of wet granular material,
with 1,<t,<t, ...where <t is the time.

2. Experimental studies of heavy metal migration
Investigation of the mechanism of migration
of heavy metals in a soil environment with a
concentration of C, = const on the soil surface was
conducted according to the procedure described in
section 2. The distribution of matter occurs in a
fixed layer of soil with porosity & = 0,4:

— from the surface of the measuring cell to
the volume of the medium in the negative direction
of the Z axis;

— along the horizontal plane of the cell, that
18, in the direction of the X axis;

— from the bottom of the cell to the surface,
that is, in the positive direction of the Z axis.

Medium pores are filled with water. To study
the migration of heavy metals migration in the soil
environment, kurpum sulfate was used. To ensure a
constant concentration of Cu** on the surface of the
soil, 50 g of salt was added to the measuring cells.
Experimental studies of the adsorption process of
heavy metal cations in the experimental conditions
have shown that the process takes place in the
exterior diffusion region. The Bio criterion in the
experimental conditions was Bi = 900, the diffusion
coefficient D=1-10""m?/s, the coefficient of mass
return 3=3-10°m/s [2]. Comparison of the calculated
data and experimental results on an example of
adsorption of Cu (I) ions is shown in Fig. 2, 3, 4.

Analyzing the data of experimental research
with the help of the solution of the mathematical
model, the value of the diffusion coefficient Cu?*
in the soil environment on the vertical profile was
obtained in the negative direction of the coordinate
axis Z — D=2-10° Fig. 2. This indicates the
migration of the component in the soil environment
by the mechanism of turbulent mass transfer.

Distribution of Cu?* concentration on the
profile of the soil along the horizontal plane of the
cell in the direction of the X axis at t = const, fig.3.
It also passes through the mechanism of turbulent
diffusion, which indicates the value of the diffusion
coefficient — D=1-10". This is explained by the
fact that the solution, which diffuses in the pores
of the soil environment, is significantly heavier
than water, and the gravitational force will have an
effect on the velocity of the diffusion front.

The results of the study of the migration
process of the component up along the soil profile
indicate that there is a molecular diffusion of the
dissolved component in the soil environment,
although the process will be slowed down by the
force of gravity and hydrostatic pressure of the liquid
in the pores of the soil environment. Coefficient
of diffusion of Cu?" in the soil environment on
the vertical profile in the positive direction of the
coordinate axis D=2,27-10" (Sabadash at al., 2017).

The calculation of the value of the mean-
square deviation showed that this value varies
within 5-7%.
